Contributions for the 12th meeting of WP 8F

In accordance with the WP 8F work plan, contributions on the following topics are specifically sought for the 12th meeting:

Frequency arrangements for the 2.5 GHz band

WRC-2000 identified the band 2 500-2 690 MHz for use by IMT-2000. Following WRC-2000, WP 8F revised Recommendation ITU-R M.1036 on frequency arrangements for terrestrial IMT‑2000. Since not enough information was available at that time regarding the frequency arrangements for the band 2 500-2 690 MHz, WP 8F is planning to revise the Recommendation by the end of 2004. 

WP 8F seeks information from ITU members for the 12th meeting of WP 8F on the following issues for continuing the work on the frequency arrangements for the terrestrial component of IMT-2000 in the planned revision ITU R M. 1036:

How is the band 2 500-2 690 MHz presently allocated and used in your country?

2)
Does your Administration have any future plans to change the allocations and future use of the band 2 500-2 690 MHz? If so, in what time frame?

3)
Is your Administration planning to introduce IMT-2000 in the entire band 
2 500-2 690 MHz band? If so, in what time frame?

4)
If your Administration is planning to implement IMT-2000 in only parts of the band 
2 500-2 690 MHz, in which parts?  Can the other parts of the band 2 500-2 690 MHz, not currently planned for IMT-2000 in your country, be made available? If so, in what time frame?

5)
In which way do you plan to use the band 2 500-2 520/2 670-2 690 MHz for IMT-2000, noting that WRC-2000 identified this band for both components of IMT-2000?

Also, WP 8F seeks information on what frequency arrangement for the band 2 500-2 690 MHz (e.g. scenarios 1-7 in Recommendation ITU-R M.1036) would best meet IMT-2000 requirements?

Transportation

Airport Limousine bus is recommended as the most convenient transportation between the airport and the meeting venue. It takes around one hour from the airport to the hotel and the buses run by every 15 minutes. 

At both the international airport in Seoul and the domestic airport in Busan, the bus stop to get the Airport Limousine is the same: bus stop 1. To get to bus stop 1, just turn right from the exit and go straight until you pass by bus stop 3 (for public buses) and bus stop 2 (for limousine buses to the suburbs). Bus stop 1 is for the limousine bus to all hotels (including the Paradise) in the Haeundae area. Tickets are available at the bus stop, and the fare is 4,500 Won (around 4 US $).

Taxis are also available in front of the exit at a cost of about 16,000 Won (13 US $) for normal taxis and 35,000 Won (30 US $) for luxury taxis in normal traffic. It usually takes 50 minutes to get to the hotel.

3
Flight arrangements 

Most flights to Korea arrive at Incheon Airport (Seoul). Therefore to reach Busan, it is necessary to transit via domestic flight to Gimhae Airport (Busan). The process of transit is: Exit from the aircraft → Quarantine → Immigration → Baggage claim → Customs → Transit re−check (1F) → Domestic gate (3F) → Board. Those flights are available only three times a day (09:05 a.m, 07:40 p.m, and 08:15 p.m). 

For other departure times, you can go to Gimpo Domestic Airport (Seoul) by airport limousine bus to fly from there to Gimhae Airport (Busan). The limousine bus leaves every 10‑15 minutes at 5,000 (Normal) – 6,000 (Luxury) Won and takes about 30 minutes to get to the Gimpo domestic airport.

Some international flights go directly to Gimhae Airpot (Busan) departing, from Asian cities such as Tokyo, Fukuoka, Osaka, Nagoya, Sakhalin, Vladivostok, Shenyang, Beijing, Tsingtao, Xi’am, Shanghai, Hong Kong, Manila, Bangkok, Honolulu, Guam, Saipan.

Electricity
Electric supply voltage is 220 Volts.

Language
Korean is spoken in most cases outside the venue but English is also applicable in most hotels and big restaurants, shops and other major organizations and touring places.

Tipping

For restaurant and hotel a tip is 10%, but tipping is not so much a requisite in Korea.
