that knowledge of radio emission from natural sources is required in:

evaluation of the effects of the atmosphere on radiowaves;

allocation of frequencies to remote sensing of the Earth’s environment;

that the results of measurements of the radio noise, mentioned in Recommendation ITU-R P.372-8 are still based on the results made in the 70s;

d)
that the question is to which extent these levels represent those existing in today’s reality and for that reason should be verified;

e)
that for that reason there is a need to develop a measuring method,
