Application of No. 19.33 of the Radio Regulations

The provisions of No. 19.33 of the Radio Regulations stipulate that, between radiocommunication conferences, the Secretary-General is authorized to deal with questions relating to changes in the allocation of series of call signs, on a provisional basis, and subject to confirmation by the following conference.

The following provisional allocations have been made in accordance with No. 19.33 between the end of WRC-2000 and the date of preparation of this Report (1 May 2003):

	Democratic Republic of Timor-Leste


This call sign series 4WA-4WZ was allocated on an interim basis to the United Nations, for exclusive use within the territory of East Timor, which was placed under the overall responsibility of the United Nations Transitional Authority for East Timor (UNTAET), in accordance with the United Nations Security Council Resolution 1272. Upon termination of the transitional period, this call sign series has been returned to ITU and subsequently allocated to the Administration of Timor‑Leste.
In accordance with No. 19.33 the Conference is invited to confirm these provisional allocations with a view to their definitive inclusion into the Table of allocation of international call sign series (Appendix 42 to the Radio Regulations).

Implementation of Resolution 13 (Rev.WRC-97)

With this Resolution, WRC-97 instructed the Director to explore the possibility of extending the present allocation scheme concerning the allocation of international call sign series if it appears that all the possibilities of the present system of forming call signs is exhausted. 

The Bureau wishes to report that the capacity of the call sign system based on the provisions of the present Radio Regulations (Article 19) is still sufficient. At the date of preparation of this report (8 May 2003), 29 international series (out of 978 possible series) were still free for future utilization. Therefore, the Bureau considers that there is not yet a need for exploring the possibility of forming new international series on the basis of the method indicated in resolves 3.1 of Resolution 13 (Rev.WRC-97).
