In addition, considering there may be a variety of different networks and/or systems in the 14‑14.5 GHz band in some APT Administrations, APT agreed that these Administrations may propose to WRC-03, on a national basis, country or regional footnotes that would incorporate by reference specific criteria from Annex 1 of Recommendation ITU-R M.[AMSS] in order to meet their specific protection requirements of these different networks and/or systems.
