Introduction

the Plenipotentiary Conference (Minneapolis, 1998) adopted Resolution 86 on the coordination and notification procedures for satellite networks. The objective of this Resolution is to permit subsequent WRCs to review and update the various coordination and notification procedures for satellite networks to achieve additional simplification of the procedures and cost savings for the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR) and for administrations.

There is a large backlog of satellite coordination requests pending with the BR that would take the Bureau more than three years (reduced to about 18 months as of to-date) to eliminate without the addition of new filings. It is noted that more than 95% of the backlog consists of GSO FSS satellite filings.

WRC-2000 introduced some measures such as electronic submission of forms of notice and use of the coordination arc approach to identify the necessity of coordination and adopted some temporary procedures to improve satellite network coordination and notification procedures.

Council‑01, in reviewing the backlog of space filings, has adopted Resolution 1182 which established the Council SAT-BAG group and requested the RRB to develop, as a matter of urgency, a set of Rules of Procedure, consistent with the Radio Regulations, intended to eliminate the backlog. In response to this Resolution, the RRB adopted a Rules of Procedure which would have the effect of removing some tasks at the coordination stage that are duplicated at the notification stage, as well as proposing the use of the coordination arc for all space filings in the bands above 3 GHz.

Backlog in satellite filings

The World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 2003),

considering

a)
that the backlog in the processing of satellite filings by the Bureau continues to be a problem and that this backlog has an impact on administrations and the Bureau in trying to comply with the provisions of the Radio Regulations (RR);
b)
that Council‑01 adopted Resolution 1182 in which it was recommended that the Board develop, as a matter of urgency, a set of Rules of Procedure, consistent with the RR, intended to eliminate the backlog;

c)
that, in response to Resolution 1182, the Board, at its meeting in December 2001, adopted some provisional Rules of Procedure;

d)
 that measures other than the adoption of Rules of Procedure will also be necessary in order to resolve the backlog,

recognizing

a)
that the need to resolve this backlog in the processing of satellite filings is in the interest of all Member States;

b)
that extraordinary measures are needed to enable the Bureau to absorb the backlog in the processing of satellite filings,

resolves

that any unnecessary data in the Appendix 4 notices shall be identified and removed in order to reduce volume of a filing data which would consequently reduce processing time;

that a software that would automatically examine all form of notices for compliance with Article 5 shall be developed;

3
that administrations shall be provided with a more user friendly software for the validation of all electronic filings in order to minimize/eliminate the exchange of correspondence between administrations and the Bureau, as well as the submission of incorrect or improper data elements to the Bureau;

4
that the explanation on the validation rules and course of action for each error messages for such validation software shall be improved;

5
that duplication in the examination conducted during the coordination and notification stage shall be avoided,

instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau
