–
encourage a coordinated regional approach in developing the agendas or subjects for the WRCs. In this way, the agendas will consist of those items or subjects that are agreed upon by the regional for their common concerns;

–
take into account the financial and human resources/implications that are needed to carry out studies or other related work to the agenda items before the next conference;

–
ensure that the work on the proposed agendas will be completed in time for submission to the next appropriate WRC. From past experience, there have been a number of agenda items which have repeatedly appeared on the WRC without being concluded. Therefore a limit should be set as to how many times (preferably not more than twice) an agenda item should appear on WRC.

African countries propose that the WRC should consider increasing the duration of WRC to have adequate time to deliberate on the agenda items and contributions from various administrations. This could reduce the WRC duration to three weeks.

In addition, it is proposed to add the following new agenda item for the consideration of WRC-07 as follows:

“To examine the results of ITU-R studies in accordance with Resolution 228 (MOD WRC-2000) in order to identify the bands below 600 MHz for IMT-2000 systems”.
