	LOSS OF THE RIGHT TO VOTE

	Position on 25 June 2003


Under the Constitution of the International Telecommunication Union, a Member State loses its right to vote:

a)
For a non-signatory (NS) Member State, if it has not yet acceded to the Constitution and Convention or; for a signatory Member State, if it has not deposited an instrument of ratification, acceptance or approval at the end of a period of two years from the date of entry into force of the Constitution and Convention.

b)
When it is in arrears in its payments to the Union for so long as the amount of its arrears equals or exceeds the amount of the contribution due from it for the preceding two years (see No. 169 of the Constitution and Resolution No. 41 (Minneapolis, 1998)).

For one and/or the other of the above reasons and until such time as the situation is rectified, the following 25 Member States would not be entitled to vote:
