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The Annex to this document contains a compromise proposal to satisfy agenda item 1.23 concerning realignment of allocations to the amateur, amateur-satellite and the broadcasting services around 7 MHz. 

Committee 4 is invited to consider this proposal and take decision on the following issues:

1)
The proposed changes to the Table of Frequency Allocations and to the relevant footnotes.

2)
The date of entry into force of the above reallocations (Date A) with 25 March 2007 and 29 March 2009 as possible candidates for the date as proposed. The attention of Committee 4 is drawn to the fact that both the dates correspond to change dates in seasonal broadcasting schedules under Article 12 of the RR.

3)
Provided that the proposed method is accepted, preparation of a Note to Committee 7 indicating that the band 7 000-7 200 kHz shall be excluded from any future agenda item dealing with the review of allocations to radiocommunication services in HF bands.

4)
Possible suppression of Recommendation 718 (WARC-92) “Alignment of allocations in the 7 MHz band allocated to the amateur service”, actions on which have been completed.

5)
Amendment of Resolution COM4/11 (Document 281) which consists of replacing the band 7 350‑7 650 kHz by the band 7 450-7 750 kHz and removing the square brackets in the noting of this Resolution. 

6)
Removal of the square brackets around the band 7 300-7 350 kHz and the associated note in No. 5.134 (Document 157).

After [Date A], frequencies in this band may be used by stations in the above-mentioned services, communicating only within the boundary of the country in which they are located, on condition that harmful interference is not caused to the broadcasting service. When using frequencies for these services, administrations are urged to use the minimum power required and to take account of the seasonal use of frequencies by the broadcasting service published in accordance with the Radio Regulations.

Alternative allocation:  until [Date A], the band 7 450-8 100 kHz is allocated to the fixed service on a primary basis and to the land mobile service on a secondary basis.
