According to Resolution 95 (Rev.WRC-2000), resolves 3 the Resolutions and Recommendations of previous conferences have been assigned to Committees 4, 5 and 6. The final status of these Resolutions and Recommendations may be found in Document 378.

4.2
Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-97) is describing interim procedures for the coordination and notification of frequency assignments of satellite networks in certain space services and the other services in which certain bands are allocated, but it is applicable only to satellite networks whose frequency assignments were received by the Radiocommunication Bureau prior to 1 January 1999. The number of applicable filings is decreasing every year.

In view of the above, this Conference received a draft new Resolution which proposes to resolve:

–
that the Radio Regulations published in paper form shall print only the title of Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-97), with a footnote explaining that an electronic version is easily available and that a paper form text can be found in the 2001 version of the Radio Regulations;
–
that Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC-97) shall continue to be published electronically.

The concept of the draft new Resolution was accepted, but it was felt that this may be implemented without having a formal WRC-03 Resolution.

Committee 7 has proposed the abrogation of the following texts, because no progress has been reported since the texts were adopted many years ago:

Recommendation 709 (Sharing AMS and inter-satellite above 54 GHz)

Recommendation 710 (Use of airborne radars in shared bands at 60 and 130 GHz).
However, some elements in these texts may still be appropriate for further studies by ITU-R and the Director, BR, should be requested to bring the above texts to the attention of the relevant study groups for identification and possible inclusion of such elements, if any, in the future work programme of the study groups.

The proposal on Recommendation 701 to the Fifth Asia Pacific meeting in February 2003 was SUP. During the meeting, India proposed to modify the Recommendation 701. This was accepted in the form of “SUP (or MOD)”, as can be seen in the proposal ASP/25A42/269 of Addendum 42 to Document 25.

After extensive discussions in IUCAF, India now has no objection to suppressing Recommendation 701, as has been pointed out, it is 24 years old. The Plenary is invited to note that the above decision in no way reflects on the importance of the use of 1 330-1 400 MHz by the radio astronomy service, which is currently being carried out under the provision of RR No. 5.149.

For selection of possible items for inclusion in agendas WRC-[07] and WRC-[10], seven ad hoc groups were established, and wide consultations carried out. The results of the work of these groups  are contained in Documents DT/190 + Add.1 and Add.2, DT/188, DT/189(Rev.1), DT/184, 196 + Corr.1, 205. To support some of the proposed items, eight draft Resolutions and one Recommendation have been developed (see Document 353).

Agenda items, as agreed, are included in draft Resolutions on agendas WRC-[07] and WRC-[10]. Also, an additional four items were identified for possible inclusion in these draft Resolutions, pending the decisions of the Plenary (see Document DT/207(Rev.1)).
