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Committee 6 has held 31 meetings and considered 56 input documents containing multiple addenda and DTs submitted by administrations and other committees. All proposals under agenda items 1.27, 1.30, 1.35, 2, 4 and 7.1 attributed to Committee 6 were duly considered and sufficiently discussed. Committee 6 has developed 61 output documents (white and DTs). 

In order to resolve several complex issues, Committee 6 established seven ad hoc groups. All these groups successfully completed their work before the established deadline. I would like to take this opportunity and express my sincere appreciation to the participants and to their Chairmen, namely:

who worked hours, and days and nights, including all weekends, in order to resolve many controversial issues.

Committee 6 spent a significant amount of time resolving difficulties and inconsistencies encountered by BR in the application of Appendices 30, 30A and 30B, and clarified the relevant provisions.

Several new provisions were included in Appendices 30, 30A, and 30B such as:

–
the definition of BSS and BSS feeder-link, subject to one of the Plans (see revised Articles 1 of Appendices 30 and 30A);

–
new Articles 2A in Appendices 30 and 30A dealing with the use of the guardbands;

–
provisions allowing the use of BSS assignment for FSS transmission in feeder-links;

–
provisions relating to the regulatory time limit (eight years) in application of Article 6 of Appendix 30B;

–
provisions concerning the extension of the time limit in the case of launch failure;

–
provisions for the use of 0.45 m antennas in Region 2;

–
etc.

Moreover, Committee 6 was able to reach a delicate consensus on several complex and controversial issues which remained from WRC-2000. These are:

•
non-application of provisions § 4.1.18-4.1.20 of Article 4, Appendices 30 and 30A in Regions 1 and 3 against the assignments in the Plan;

•
extension of application of § 4.1.18-4.1.20 to terrestrial services of Region 2;

•
complete revision of Annexes to Appendices 30 and 30A;

•
description of the grouping concept and its limited application in Regions 1 and 3 on a network basis (network grouping).

Committee 6 significantly modified regulatory provisions concerning Appendices 30, 30A and 30B and made every effort to make them less complex and more clear. All documents related to Appendices 30, 30A and 30B were submitted to the Editorial Committee on time. Some amendments were incorporated in the Regions 1 and 3 BSS Plans (Appendices 30 and 30A), stemming from an error which occurred with the ITU/BR software, which was corrected before WRC-03.

Committee 6 proposed to suppress/modify several Resolutions and developed four new Resolutions.

It was difficult to convert some Committee 6 decisions in the regulatory text, that is why it was decided to include the following statements in the Committee 6 Chairmen report:

AP30B related statements

1
Committee 6 confirmed that in application of resolves 3 and 5 of Resolution [COM6/1], after the publication of its Circular Letter mentioned in resolves 5, the Bureau shall re-open a 30‑days period to adjust the submitted system as specified in the Rules of Procedure relating to § 6.12, for the submission under examination in accordance with those Rules but not yet entered into the List as of 5 July 2003.

2
Committee 6 concluded that the current BR implementation with respect to the 0.05 dB tolerance in C/I calculations applied for Appendix 30B analysis is appropriate.

3
Committee 6 also concluded that there is no need to mention Resolution 49 in the body of Appendix 30B. 

These statements were made at an earlier Plenary Meeting and recorded in the Minutes of the Plenary.
In deciding on other issues relevant to the activities of COM 6, the following conclusions were reached, which need to be included in the Minutes of the Plenary Meeting:

AP30/30A related statements

Articles:

1
It is understood that the regulatory time-limit/period referred to in paragraphs 4.1.3 or 4.2.6, which are mentioned in paragraphs 2A.4, 4.1.13, 4.1.27bis, 4.2.17 and the footnote to 5.3.1 of Appendices 30 and 30A, includes the extension granted in Paragraph 4.1.3bis and 4.2.6bis.

2
Committee 6 confirmed that the Bureau shall apply § 4.1.10ter and 4.2.14ter to submissions published under § 4.1.5 and 4.2.8 on and after 5 July 2003.

3
Committee 6 confirmed that a request for modification to the Region 2 Plan received from the Administration of Canada on 10.12.1985 under Article 4, shall not be considered as the modification to the Plan in application of Appendices 30 and 30A, as revised by this Conference, and it shall be considered as a correction of an error entered in the Region 2 Plan (WARC‑ORB‑85).

4
Committee 6 confirmed that the provisions of Resolution 49 (Rev.WRC-03) do not apply to space operation functions supporting the BSS and its associated feeder-link submitted under Article 2A of Appendices 30 and 30A.

5
In application of footnote 4bis and 8bis added to § 4.1.1 and 4.2.2 of Appendix 30A respectively, Committee 6 confirmed that coordination under Nos. 9.17 and 9.17A is required if the coordination area of a feeder-link earth station is beyond that of the feeder-link earth station associated with a satellite network coordinated under former §§ 4.2.1.2, 4.2.1.3, 4.2.3.2 and 4.2.3.3 of Appendix 30A (WRC-97).

6
Committee 6 confirmed that the methodology used for the examination with respect to the fourth and fifth indents of § 5.2.1 d) of Appendices 30 and 30A, respectively, shall be identical to that used for the BSS and its associated feeder-link assignments.

Article 11 and 9A (concerning Resolution 53)

Committee 6 confirmed that the comment received from the United Kingdom with regard to Addendum 6(Rev.1) to Document 4 on 24 June 2003 shall also be taken into account in revising the tables under Article 11 and 9A.

Application of the grouping concept

Committee 6 confirmed the following principles and draws the attention of the RRB to take those principles into account in reviewing the Rules of Procedure relating to the grouping concept in Regions 1 and 3:

1
Grouping of networks separated by more than 0.4 degrees in the geostationary arc is not permitted in the List except for application of § 4.1.27.

2
Grouping of networks separated by more than 0.4 degrees may be used before the inclusion of the assignments in the List to modify the orbital position of a network.  

The Plenary is asked to approve Committee 6’s conclusion on the above-mentioned issues.

The staff of the Radiocommunication Bureau provided very helpful assistance to the ad hoc Group Chairman as well as to the Committee itself in resolving many problems including problems with respect to the Rule of Procedure relating to RR No. 9.35. On WRC-03’s request, the Bureau has re‑analysed coordination requirements in shared bands without taking into account Rule of Procedure 9.35 and has updated the Remark column in Articles 11 and 9A of Appendices 30 and 30A, in accordance with Resolution 53 (WRC-2000).

Administrations participated in the work of Committee 6, in general, with a spirit of cooperation and compromise, which allowed the finding of acceptable solutions to most of the issues raised, during the preparation of WRC-03, and WRC-03 itself.
