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Committees 4, 5, 6 and 7 examined the proposals submitted to the Conference on Resolution 95 and agreed on the status of Resolutions and Recommendations as presented in the annex.

The status of Resolutions 51, 55, 58, 73, 80, 81, 216, 223 and 224 still need to be addressed by the Plenary (see Document 355).
