Tenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B10) (Document 345)

1.1
The Chairman invited the participants to consider the texts produced by Committee 5 (Document 312), Committee 6 (Document 332) and Committee 7 (Document 306 (B6)), as contained in Document 345.

Article 5 (MOD 1 350-1 400 MHz, MOD 1 429-1 452 MHz, ADD 5.BB05)

1.2
Approved.

ADD Resolution [COM5/14] (WRC-03)

1.3
The delegate of the Netherlands said that Resolution [COM5/14] on protection of existing services in all Regions from non-geostationary satellite networks in the fixed-satellite service using the frequency bands around 1.4 GHz on a secondary basis had been approved in Committee 5 on the understanding that the results of the compatibility studies should be reviewed by a future conference. He therefore proposed the replacement of “reported to” by “received by” in the resolves section, which should be numbered resolves 1, and the addition of a new resolves 2, to read “that all decisions taken by [WRC-07/a future competent conference], including any provision for the protection of other services in the allocated bands and in the adjacent passive band, shall apply to all non-GSO FSS systems notified after 5 July 2003”.

1.4
The delegate of the United States supported the proposals in a spirit of compromise. The delegates of Greece and France also supported the proposals.

1.5
The delegates of the Islamic Republic of Iran and Indonesia found the proposals unacceptable. The delegate of Saudi Arabia also found the proposals unacceptable and pointed out that a question of principle regarding possible filings and use of allocations was involved.

1.6
The Chairman suggested that resolves 1 might be worded as follows: “... as shown in Annex 1 to this Resolution and the results of these studies shall be reported to [WRC-07/a future competent conference] and the decisions should be taken by [WRC-07/a future competent conference] accordingly”.

1.7
It was so agreed.

1.8
Following a discussion in which the delegates of Saudi Arabia, the Islamic Republic of Iran, the United Kingdom, Australia, Spain, France, the United States, the Netherlands and Algeria and the Chairman of Committee 5 took part, the Chairman suggested that interested delegates should meet informally to reconsider the proposed text of resolves 2.

1.9
After informal consultations, the Chairman of Committee 5 suggested the following text for resolves 2: “to recommend that decisions taken by [WRC-07/a future competent conference], including any provisions for the protection of other services to which the bands in resolves 1 are allocated and of passive services in the adjacent band, apply to all non-GSO FSS systems in these bands filed after 5 July 2003”.

1.10
It was so agreed.

1.11
ADD Resolution [COM5/14], as amended, was approved.

The Chairman said that the entire proposal should be disregarded, as a full text would be supplied subsequently for Appendix 30A by Committee 6.

Approved.

ADD Resolution [COM5/6] (WRC‑03)

1.15
The Chairman of Committee 5 said that, in Resolution [COM5/6] on guidelines for the implementation of high-density applications in the fixed-satellite service in frequency bands identified for these applications, the wording of invites administrations 3 had given rise to some difficulties in Committee 5 and further discussions had ensued since the text had been transmitted to the Editorial Committee. He suggested that invites administrations 3 should be replaced by two paragraphs. The first would read: “3
when considering the deployment of HDFSS systems in the upper portion of the band 48.2‑50.2 GHz, to give due consideration to the potential impact such deployments may have on the satellite passive services in the adjacent band 50.2‑50.4 GHz, and to participate in ITU‑R studies on the compatibility between the services taking into account No. 5.340”. The second would read: “4
to, given invites administrations 1 above and where practicable, consider starting redeployment of HDFSS earth stations in the lower part of the band 48.2‑50.2 GHz”.

1.16
The delegate of France pointed out that the reference to “invites administrations 1” in the second new paragraph proposed should be to “invites administrations 3”. The Chairman of Committee 5 agreed.

1.17
The delegate of India asked for clarification of the phrase "to give due consideration" in the new invites administrations 3.

1.18
Following comments by the delegates of Greece and Canada, the Chairman suggested that the modifications proposed by the Chairman of Committee 5 be accepted, subject to further, informal consultations on the phrase “to give due consideration”.

1.19
It was so agreed.

1.20
After informal consultations, the Chairman of Committee 5 suggested that the phrase should read “to take into account as appropriate”.

1.21
It was so agreed.

1.22
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic commented, in relation to high-density applications, that No. 5.487 had precedence over any other footnote with respect to new applications, as it stated precisely the status of all services within the band.

1.23
ADD Resolution [COM5/6], as amended, was approved.

Appendix 30 (MOD Annex 3)

1.24
The delegate of Canada proposed that the words “in the band 12.5-12.7 GHz” at the end of the title to Annex 3 be deleted, as they added no relevant information.

1.25
The Chairman of Committee 6, recalling that the title had been discussed extensively, said that it should remain unchanged.

1.26
After informal discussions, the Chairman suggested that the title should end with the words “… by a terrestrial station or by a transmitting earth station in the fixed-satellite service in the band 12.5-12.7 GHz”.

1.27
It was so agreed.
1.28
The delegate of France, suggested that § 1.4 f) of Annex 3 to Appendix 30 should be amended to read “the propagation conditions between the terrestrial station or the transmitting earth station in the fixed-satellite service and the broadcasting-satellite service area”.

1.29
It was so agreed.

1.30
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic said that the amended text of § 1.4 f) would be clearer with the addition of the words “on the one hand” and “on the other hand”.

1.31
The Chairman of Committee 6 suggested adding the words “operating in the opposite direction of transmission” after “fixed-satellite service”.

1.32
It was so agreed.

1.33
The proposal, as amended, was approved.
MOD Resolution 228 (WRC-2000)

1.34
The Chairman said that changes that had been proposed by the Chairman of Committee 6 at the fifth Plenary Meeting were reflected in the current version of the Resolution, although the three language versions were not fully aligned. They would obviously be aligned subsequently.

1.35
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic, referring to considering s), recalled that the Arab group had agreed not to use the word “market” in its proposals to the conference. Rather, “user needs” or “demands” had been used. Furthermore, it was unclear how ITU-R could perform “market studies”.

1.36
The delegate of Greece suggested the phrase “taking into account market demands”.

1.37
The delegate of the Russian Federation proposed that the word “market” be replaced by “demand”.

1.38
It was so agreed.

1.39
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic recalled that although there had been an informal meeting on the conference agenda it had not yet been decided formally to hold the next WRC in 2007. The mention of “WRC-07” in resolves 2 should therefore be in square brackets.

1.40
It was so agreed.

1.41
The delegate of Senegal, referring to resolves 3, said that the text was not clear. The African proposal emphasized the importance to the countries of that region of the band around 600 MHz, and they wished studies to be conducted on frequencies in that range. He suggested that that emphasis be reflected in the minutes.

1.42
The delegate of South Africa proposed that, in resolves 4, the square brackets be removed from around “1 and 2” and that “[1, 2 and 3]” be deleted. The text would thus address her concern with regard to the restrictive nature of the studies proposed in the original text. She recognized that resolves 3 made reference to the problems associated with the frequency bands, but there had been a further concern that the restrictions would place an additional burden on some developing countries, especially in Africa, in terms of their existing analogue broadcasting services. Approval of resolves 4 with the change she was proposing would allay that concern, as it would preclude a situation in which, in order to make spectrum available, countries were forced to develop 

digital systems before they were ready to do so. The other area of concern that was addressed by her proposed change was that of planning, which, as indicated in Council Resolution 1185, was to take place in 2005.

1.43
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran asked whether the change proposed by South Africa implied that studies would not take into account use of the band by broadcasting services or other services other than IMT-2000 operating below 1 GHz. If resolves 3 were not referred to in resolves 4, extensive use by services other than IMT-2000 would not be taken into account.

1.44
The delegate of Belarus pointed out a number of duplications in the proposed text. Because resolves 3 considered the extensive use of frequencies below those identified in No. 5.317A, the sixth indent under resolves 2 was superfluous. There was further repetition in recognizing j), which also mentioned extensive use of those frequencies by other services. The frequency range in question was of interest not only to developing countries but also to countries such as his own with large areas and/or low population densities, and he suggested that words to that effect be added after “developing countries” in resolves 3. 

1.45
The Chairman of Committee 6 pointed out that the wording which he had said should be added to resolves 3 had not been included in the text in Document 345.

1.46
The Chairman asked that an informal group meet to resolve the outstanding questions on the resolution, recalling that its aim was to ask ITU-R to carry out studies on bands below a defined level. The results of those studies would be considered at a given conference, which would take decisions about future bands.

1.47
After informal discussions, the delegate of Australia reported that a delicate balance had been achieved with regard to resolves 1, 2 and 3. Although the resulting text still had some redundancies, it had met with consensus. The proposal was that resolves 3 should read “to invite ITU-R to conduct regulatory and technical studies on the usage of frequencies below those identified for IMT-2000 in No. 5.317A for the future development of IMT-2000 and systems beyond IMT-2000, notably assessing their advantages and disadvantages, taking into account recognizing e) and j)”. In resolves 4, the square brackets would be removed from around “1 and 2” and “[1, 2 and 3]” would be deleted. 

1.48
It was so agreed.

1.49
The delegate of Finland, supported by the delegate of Australia, suggested that the title of the resolution be amended to begin “Studies on frequency-related matters …”.

1.50
It was so agreed.

1.51
MOD Resolution 228, as amended, was approved.

1.52
The tenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B10) (Document 345), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

2
Eleventh series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B11) (Document 347)

2.1
The Chairman invited the participants to consider the texts produced by Committee 6 (Documents 333, 155 (B1), 334 and 337) and Committee 4 (Document 339) as contained in Document 347.

2.2
The Chairman of Committee 6 requested that a clear distinction be made throughout the whole of Document 347 between articles of the Radio Regulations and articles of Appendices 30, 30A or 30B.

It was so agreed.

The Chairman of Committee 6 said that “Resolution 49 (Rev.WRC‑2000)” should read “Resolution 49 (Rev.WRC-03)”, and that all other references to Resolution 49 in Document 347 should be amended accordingly. He requested that the last three lines of ADD 4.1.3bis be reworded as follows to reflect the text originally approved by Committee 6 in Document 333:


“Within one year of the request for extension, the administration shall provide to the Bureau updated Resolution 49 (Rev.WRC‑03) information for the new satellite under construction. Otherwise, the related frequency assignments shall lapse,”.

The same amendment should be made wherever the text occurred elsewhere in Document 347. Following proposals by the delegates of the Syrian Arab Republic and Algeria, he further suggested that the phrase “new satellite under construction” be replaced by the phrase “new satellite under procurement”.

2.7
It was so agreed.

2.8
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic requested confirmation that the provision in ADD 4.1.3bis would  be applicable as from 5 July 2003. He also requested clarification of the procedure for submitting the requests for extension referred to in ADD 4.1.3bis to BR.

2.9
The Chairman of Committee 6 confirmed that ADD 4.1.3bis would be applicable as from 5 July 2003.

2.10
The representative of BR said that the procedure was indicated in provision 4.1.3bis. In order to take advantage of the extension, the administration should have, within one month of the launch failure or one month after 5 July 2003, whichever came later, notified the Bureau in writing of such failure.

The proposal, as amended, was approved.
