The conclusions of Ad hoc Group 6 of the Plenary concerning the suppression of Recommendation 66, as set out in Document 377, were approved.

The Chairman proposed, that the meeting consider, on first and subsequently on second readings, the suppression of Recommendation 66.

SUP Recommendation 66 (Rev.WRC-2000) was approved on first and second readings.

2
Fifteenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B15) (Document 373)

2.1
The delegate of the United Kingdom, speaking as Chairman of Ad hoc Group 4A5, said that Document 373 contained a compilation of existing and new data requirements. The text would need to be aligned editorially with the decisions taken subsequently by the Plenary Meeting. The numbering of the columns in the tables in Appendix 4 had been inserted by the Bureau. Square brackets throughout the text would be removed after the relevant editorial changes had been made.

The delegate of the United States, referring to the date of application of Appendix 4, suggested that, as it might be difficult for the Bureau and administrations to implement the revisions to Appendix 4 by 5 July 2003, it would be more realistic for Appendix 4 to enter into force, or provisionally apply, as from 1 January 2004.

The representative of BR said that, in order to make the modifications to the data capture, validation and publication programs, it would be preferable to have a date of entry into force of 1 January 2004. Before the end of 2003 the Bureau would be able to publish the new software to be used by administrations in submitting their notifications, and expected to have the modified software available on CD‑ROM by March 2004.

The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objections, she took it that the meeting wished the revisions to Appendix 4 to enter into force on 1 January 2004.

Nineteenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B19) (Document 385)

The Chairman invited the meeting to consider, on first reading, draft new Resolution [COM4/18] concerning review of the Rule of Procedure on No. 9.35 of the Radio Regulations, as set out in Document 385.

The representative of BR said that the wording in the first paragraph of the Annex to Resolution [COM4/18] should be aligned with the French text by the Editorial Committee.

ADD Resolution [COM4/18] was approved, subject to that editorial alignment.

The nineteenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (Document 385) was approved on first reading.

5
Nineteenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee – Second reading (Document 385)

5.1
At the suggestion of the Chairman, the texts in Document 385 were submitted for second reading, on the understanding that the editorial alignments approved on first reading would be made.

The nineteenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (Document 385) was approved on second reading.

6
Twentieth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B20) (Documents 364 and 388)

6.1
The Chairman invited the meeting to examine, on first reading, Document 388 containing texts from Document 364 submitted by Committee 4, some of which had already been examined at previous meetings.

Article 5 (MOD 5.134)

6.2
The representative of BR suggested the following amendment to clarify the text: “The bands 5 900-5 950 kHz ... 18 900-19 020 kHz are allocated to the broadcasting service as from 1 April 2007, and their use is subject to the application of the procedure of Article 12 ...” The rest of the paragraph would remain unchanged.

6.3
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran said that the bands in question had been allocated to the broadcasting service for many years, thus the proposed new wording was incorrect. The wording proposed in Document 388 should be retained.

6.4
The representative of BR said that although the bands had indeed been allocated previously, the allocations were not yet effective. The current wording of No. 5.134 indicated that access to those bands was subject to the decisions of a competent radiocommunication conference, i.e. the present Conference. It should be clearly reflected, preferably in MOD 5.134 or otherwise in the minutes of the present meeting, that the frequency bands would not be available to the broadcasting service until 1 April 2007.

6.5
That statement was noted.

6.6
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic requested that the word “urged” in the last sentence be replaced by the word “invited” or “encouraged”. Concerning the substance of the paragraph, he said that it was his understanding that the new wording of MOD 5.134 allowed the use of the bands listed therein for all types of broadcasting, with single sideband, double sideband and digital.

6.7
The delegate of France considered that the proposed amendment was not purely editorial and therefore preferred to retain the text as it stood. The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic withdrew his proposal in a spirit of cooperation.

MOD 5.134 was approved.

The Chairman said that the text of MOD Resolution 4 as contained in Document 364 had been considered at the previous meeting. The text now for consideration was therefore not that contained in Document 388 but that set out in Document 364, with the relevant oral amendments made during the previous meeting.

6.13
The Chairman of Committee 4 read out the relevant amendments. In considering a) and f), the square brackets should be removed and the text retained. In resolves 1, the phrase “shall, noting considering e) and f), not be considered perpetual and” should be inserted after the word “orbits”. The text in resolves 4 should be deleted and the heading “invites WRC-07” should be replaced by “invites the next competent world radiocommunication conference”. 

6.14
In response to points raised by the delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic, the Chairman said that the exact wording of the amendment to resolves 1 would be checked. She confirmed that it had been agreed at the previous meeting that the reference in “invites” should be to the next competent world radio conference, not to WRC‑07. She confirmed that it had indeed been agreed that the delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic and other interested delegations would submit a text for inclusion in Resolution 4, requesting ITU‑R or RRB to carry out studies, taking into account national experiences and encouraging administrations to provide input to ITU-R for those studies, so that the Director of BR could report to a future competent conference thereon and appropriate action could be taken.

6.15
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic said that he had requested that the studies be carried out before WRC-07 and had understood that his text had been forwarded to the Chairman.

6.16
The Chairman said that she had not received any text from any administration on the matter.

6.17
The delegate of the United States said that her delegation among others had been working on such a text, which would be transmitted to the Chairman.

6.18
The Chairman suggested that the second reading of the texts in Document 388 should be deferred until the proposed addition to MOD Resolution 4 (Rev.Orb-88) had been received.

6.19
It was so agreed.

MOD Resolution 57 (WRC-2000) (ADD Note1)

6.20
Approved.

ADD Resolution [COM4/6]

6.21
In reply to a question from the delegate of Egypt, the delegate of Canada said that, with the approval of Document 385 (B19), the square brackets in considering h), resolves 1 and instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau should be deleted and the text within them retained. The two editorial notes should also be removed.

6.22
ADD Resolution [COM4/6], as thus amended, was approved.

6.23
The delegate of the United States said that during discussions in Committee 4, a statement had been provided by the RRB to the effect that Resolution [COM4/6] satisfied the concerns raised in the Director’s report. He wished that statement to be part of the minutes of the Plenary Meeting.

6.24
The Chairman suggested that the meeting should take note of the following text:


“In relation to Document 202 on agenda item 1.29, Committee 4 had asked the RRB to confirm that the temporary measure adopted by the BR in Circular-letter CR/176 of 26 March 2002 is an appropriate course of action. 


The Board has studied the matter and is of the opinion that, taking account of the position explained in the report of the Director of BR (Addendum 3 to Document 4, sections 3.2.2 and 3.6.6), the approach adopted by the BR for submission of administrations’ commitment to compliance to the epfd values contained in Tables 22‑1A, 22‑1B, 22‑1C, 22‑1D, 22‑2 and 22‑3 is an appropriate course of action. The Board also notes that this measure is provisional until the availability of an epfd validation software package.”

6.25
The text was noted.

SUP Resolution 59 (WRC-2000)

6.26
The representative of BR said that now that Resolution [COM4/6] had been approved on first reading, all the elements of Resolution 59 (WRC‑2000) had been implemented and, as a consequential action under agenda item 3, Resolution 59 (WRC‑2000) could be suppressed.

6.27
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran said that, if the Bureau was sure that all the requirements of Resolution 59 had been fully met, that Resolution should be included in the list of Resolutions to be abrogated by the conference.

6.28
The Chairman suggested that the suppression of Resolution 59 (WRC-2000) should be included in the texts now under consideration (Document 388) (B20).

6.29
It was so agreed.

6.30
SUP Resolution 59 (WRC-2000) was approved.

ADD Resolution [COM4/11]

6.31
The Chairman of Ad hoc Group 2 of the Plenary said that the square brackets in considering d), resolves to invite ITU‑R 2 and further resolves to invite [WRC-07] should be deleted as the Resolution had been included on the agenda of WRC-07. Furthermore, although the frequency band shown in square brackets in considering i) had not been dealt with under agenda item 1.23, he suggested that it should be altered to 7 100-7 450 kHz since the upper limit of 7 550 kHz had been predicated on the basis of having 200 kHz available under agenda item 1.23. In the noting section, the fourth preferred band (7 450-7 650 kHz) should be replaced by 7 350-7 650 kHz, as indicated in the CPM Report. The wording of noting further allowed other bands to be considered.

6.32
It was so agreed.

6.33
The delegate of Saudi Arabia suggested that the usual formula “further resolves to recommend ...” be employed in the Resolution.

6.34
It was so agreed.
6.35
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic proposed that, in the light of the decisions taken by the Conference to include the 4‑10 MHz band on the agenda of WRC-07, the text under further resolves to invite [WRC-07] should be retained and the heading replaced by “further resolves to recommend a future competent conference”. The Chairman of Ad hoc Group 2 of the Plenary said that the further resolves section could be deleted, whereas the delegate of the Netherlands agreed with the Syrian proposal.

The proposal by the delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic was approved.

The Chairman said that, in the absence of any objection, she took it that the meeting wished to approve the amendments read out by the delegate of the United Sates, as sub-amended by the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran.

The Chairman of Committee 4 suggested that the entire table (MOD 14-14.25 GHz, MOD 14.25‑14.5 GHz) should be taken as modified in accordance with the decision made in Committee 5. The Chairman of Committee 5 said that the amended table appeared correctly in the eighth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (Document 386).

8.6
The Chairman said that the table in Document 389 would be aligned with the one in Document 386, once that document had been approved.

It was so agreed.

8.8
On that understanding, MOD 14‑14.25 GHz and MOD 14.25‑14.5 GHz, were approved.

Article 5 (ADD 5.AA16, ADD 5.AA17, ADD 5.AA18)

Approved.

Article 5 (ADD new footnote ESVXX)

8.10
The Chairman of Ad hoc Group 3 of the Plenary said that a new footnote had been proposed by the Arab countries, reading as follows: “In the bands 5 925-6 425 MHz and 14‑14.5 GHz, earth stations on board vessels may operate with the characteristics and conditions as contained in Resolution [COM4/20] in Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Bahrain, Comoros, Djibouti, Egypt, United Arab Emirates, Jordan, Kuwait, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Morocco, Oman, Qatar, Syrian Arab Republic, Sudan, Tunisia and Yemen as secondary maritime mobile-satellite service. Such use shall be in accordance with Resolution [COM4/20].” The proposal was that the footnote should appear in Article 5 alongside No. 5.AA16 in the 6 GHz band and alongside No. 5.AA18 in the 14 GHz band.

8.11
The delegate of Mauritania requested that his country’s name be added to the footnote.

8.12
It was so agreed.

8.13
The Chairman suggested that the new footnote should be approved and reflected in the Table, as indicated by the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 3 of the Plenary, on the understanding that the bands would be appropriately aligned with Document 386.

8.14
It was so agreed.

8.15
ADD ESVXX, as amended, was approved.

8.16
The delegate of Saudi Arabia suggested that the texts under consideration should be amended editorially for consistency, for example by inserting the word “located” between “earth stations” and “on board” each time that wording occurred. The Chairman said that the necessary editorial alignments would be made.

The delegate of Indonesia said that during consideration of Document 365 in the eleventh Plenary Meeting he had proposed that the phrase “maximum e.i.r.p.” be replaced by “maximum off-axis e.i.r.p.” in the introductory texts to the tables of values for 5 925-6 425 MHz and 14‑14.5 GHz in the section headed “Off-axis limits” in Annex 2 to Resolution [COM4/20].

The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran stressed the importance of ensuring the accuracy of the technical details.

The Chairman invited participants to consider Document 390, containing texts taken from Document 359.

Article 5 (MOD 6 765-8 100 kHz, ADD 5.AC01, MOD 5.139, ADD 5.AC02, ADD 5.AC02bis, ADD 5.AC03, MOD 5.142, ADD 5.AC05, ADD 5.AC05bis, ADD 5.AC05ter, ADD 5.AC06, ADD 5.AC07)

9.2
The Chairman of Ad hoc Group 2 of the Plenary said that a number of amendments were needed to ensure that the fragile agreement reached on the text remained intact. It was his understanding that the square brackets around ADD 5.AC02 and around the two countries therein could be removed and the text retained, provided that no other administrations wished to add their names to the footnote; the square brackets around the dates in ADD 5.AC03 and in MOD 5.142 could be removed; in MOD 5.AC05, “Region 1” should be amended to read “Region 3”; in ADD 5.AC02bis and ADD 5.AC05ter the following names should be added to the list of countries: Bahrain, Comoros, Djibouti, Jordan, Kuwait, Libyan Arab Jamahiriya, Oman, Qatar, Sudan, Tunisia and Yemen. Finally, after discussion with the delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic, it had been agreed that in ADD 5.AC05ter, the word “Alternative” should be replaced by the word “Additional” and “will continue to be used in” should be amended to read “are allocated to”.

9.3
Those amendments were approved.

9.4
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic said that all Arab States present at the Conference were in agreement with the texts as proposed by the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 2 of the Plenary. The name of Mauritania should be added to the list of countries in footnotes 5.AC02bis and 5.AC05ter.

9.5
The delegate of Morocco requested that his country be added to both footnotes 5.AC02bis and 5.AC05ter and the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran that his be added to ADD 5.AC05ter. The delegate of Eritrea asked that the name of his country be added to footnote 5.AC02bis.

9.6
It was so agreed.

9.7
The delegate of Saudi Arabia requested that the wording “are allocated to” in footnote ADD 5.AC05ter, as amended, should be replaced by “are also allocated to”.

9.8
It was so agreed.

9.9
The delegate of Mali asked that his country be added to footnotes 5.AC02bis and 5.AC05ter.

9.10
The delegate of the Netherlands objected, recalling that the compromise agreement reached at the Conference was that no countries in Regions 1 and 2 other than those in the Arab Group should be added to the footnotes in question.

It was so agreed.

The proposals, as amended, were approved.

9.13
The twenty-second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B22) (Document 390), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

9.14
The delegate of Nigeria submitted a statement relating to ADD 5.AC02bis for inclusion in the minutes (see Annex A).

Twenty-second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee – Second reading (Document 390)

10.1
At the suggestion of the Chairman, the texts in Document 390, as amended on first reading, were submitted for second reading.

10.2
The delegate of Australia said that as the realignment issues and the 7 MHz band had been dealt with, Recommendation 718 (WARC-92) could be suppressed.

10.3
The Chairman said that the suppression of Recommendation 718 was a consequential change and suggested that it be included in Document 390.

10.4
It was so agreed.

10.5
SUP Recommendation 718 (WARC-92) was approved on first reading.

10.6
The twenty-second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (Document 390), as amended on first reading and including SUP Recommendation 718 (WARC‑92), was approved on second reading.

11
Twenty-third and twenty-fourth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B23 and B24) (Documents 391 and 392)

11.1
The Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5 of the Plenary said that Documents 391 and 392 should be considered together because they reflected points agreed during the eleventh Plenary Meeting.

11.2
It was so agreed.

MOD Resolution 539 (WRC-2000); Appendix 5 (MOD Table 5-1)

11.3
Referring to Document 391, the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5 of the Plenary said that agreement had been reached on 76º as the changeover angle of arrival between hard limits and coordination, and that was reflected in the text. In the table in resolves 2 of MOD Resolution 539 (WRC‑2000), the last three lines (currently shown in square brackets) should be replaced by the following two lines:

He drew attention to a change in Appendix 5 (MOD Table 5-1) as shown in Document 391, where in the column headed “Threshold/condition” the words “Resolution 539 (WRC-2000) also applies” were deleted and the wording beginning “The detailed conditions for the application of No. 9.11 ...” was added to clarify the situation. In reply to a query from the delegate of France regarding the agreement reached to apply revised Resolution 539 to the band 2 605-2 630 MHz, he suggested that he should be allowed to coordinate with the Editorial Committee after approval of Documents 391 and 392 to carry out some consequential changes.

11.4
It was so agreed.

11.5
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran, referring to the change in the frequency band shown in the fourth line of the third column in MOD Table 5-1, asked what the effect was for the band 2 520-2 535 MHz.

11.6
The Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5 of the Plenary explained that the band 2 535-2 655 MHz was allocated in No. 5.418 to BSS (sound), and was subject to the relevant regulatory provisions, as had been discussed. The band referred to by the previous speaker fell under No. 5.416 where Table 21‑4 applied, therefore hard limits had to be met and no coordination was required under No. 9.11. The same applied (i.e. hard limits) to the band 2 655‑2 670 MHz shown as deleted in Table 5-1.

11.7
The proposals in Document 391, as amended, were approved.

11.8
Referring to Document 392, the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5 of the Plenary said that a few further changes should be introduced in order to take account of agreements that had been reached. In ADD 5.418bis, the words “In the case of the BSS (sound) networks of Korea (Rep. of),” should be added at the beginning of the last sentence, before “as an exception to the limits above”. The square brackets should be removed from around MOD 5.418. In the penultimate sentence of MOD 5.418, “[1 000 km]” should be replaced by “1 500 km”, and the words “for angles of arrival greater than [35 degrees]” should be deleted; and a new sentence should be added, reading: “In addition, the pfd value shall not exceed –100 dB(W/m2 · MHz) anywhere on the territory of the Russian Federation.”

11.9
The Chairman invited participants to consider the texts presented in Document 392, as amended by the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5.

Article 5 (ADD 5.418bis)

11.10
In response to a suggestion by the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran that in the amended wording “networks” should be replaced by “networks/systems”, the Chairman of Ad hoc Group 5 of the Plenary explained that the geostationary orbit concerned only networks. 

11.11

Furthermore, the Editorial Committee should update the Table of Frequency Allocations in Article 5 for each of the bands, adding the footnote as appropriate. Those changes should have appeared in Document 386, which had already been approved.

16.5
Referring to ADD Resolution [COM4/15], the representative of BR suggested that in invites administrations 2, the words “minimize the sensitivity of” should be changed to “minimize the possibility of causing interference to”. The Chairman of Committee 4 said that the word “sensitivity” should be changed to “susceptibility”.

16.6
The Chairman considered that both suggestions changed the meaning of the provision and suggested that the wording be left unchanged.

16.7
It was so agreed.

16.8
The delegate of France, referring to the last paragraph of the Annex to Resolution [COM 4/15], proposed addition of the words “over the whole sky” after the words “not to be exceeded”. That addition was important for application of the method.

16.9
It was so agreed.

16.10
The delegate of the United States, after an exchange of views with the delegate of Canada, proposed that the note “SI: Studies for this type of measurement are incomplete in this band.” to Table 1-1 be replaced by “NR: No results available”, and that the entries “SI” in the table be replaced by “NR”.

16.11
It was so agreed.

16.12
The tenth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R10) (Document 394), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

17
Eleventh series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R11) (Document 395)

17.1
The Chairman invited the meeting to consider the texts submitted by Committee 7 (Document 380), as presented in Document 395.

17.2
The Chairman of Committee 7 reported several further changes that should be made to Document 395. In ADD Resolution [COM7/A], under resolves 1.3, the words “by 200 MHz” should be moved from after “9 500-9 800 MHz” to after the word “extending”. Under resolves 1.19, the footnote number should be changed from “5.BC0B” to “5.BC03”. Under resolves 1.20, the words “if appropriate” should be added after “measures”. Under resolves 1.21 the words “proposal of” should be replaced by “proposals for” and the following words should be deleted: “protection of the radio astronomy service from unwanted emissions of space services according to Annex 3 to Resolution [COM4/17] regarding”.

17.3
In ADD Resolution [COM7/B], the wording of resolves to give the view 2.3 should be replaced by a new text, which he would provide in writing to the Chairman and to the Editorial Committee. Furthermore, it had been agreed to delete resolves to give the view 2.8, and to renumber accordingly.

17.4
The Chairman invited the meeting to consider Document 395 as thus amended.

17.5
Referring to ADD Resolution [COM7/A], the delegate of Kenya, supported by the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran, recalled that in resolves 1.3 it had been agreed to change “by 200 MHz” to “by up to 200 MHz”.

17.6
It was so agreed.

17.7
The delegate of the United States proposed that resolves 1.5 be amended to read “… possible additional spectrum allocations for high bit-rate aeronautical telemetry and associated aeronautical telecommand … ”, as other types of aeronautical telecommand were not associated with telemetry. That wording would correspond more closely to the text of Resolution [COM7/5], to which the text referred.

17.8
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran recalled that a decision had been taken not to align the titles of agenda items with the content of resolutions. Otherwise, the titles would become unwieldy.

17.9
It was so agreed.

17.10
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic supported the statement by the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran, adding that the text of the resolution was more important than the title of the agenda item. If there was any conflict between the two, the text of the resolution should prevail. He recalled that, in the earlier discussion on resolves 1.6, he had proposed that “108 MHz” be changed to “112 MHz”, as his Administration would have difficulty if the band started at 108 MHz.

17.11
In response to a query by the delegate of Sweden regarding resolves 1.9, the Chairman said that it had been agreed at the previous meeting to make no change.

17.12
The delegate of the Republic of Korea, referring to resolves 1.9, stated that his own and other administrations that had participated in various groups during the Conference had had prolonged discussions about the bands that pertained to Nos. 5.418 and 5.418bis relating to BSS (sound). He made the following statement:


“Sharing studies by ITU-R under WRC-07 agenda item 1.9 (Document 395) do not need to cover the use of BSS (sound), pursuant to Nos. 5.418 and 5.418bis.”

17.13
The delegate of the United States, referring to resolves 1.20, made the following statement:


“The United States continues to believe that the only regulatory measures that could possibly result from the studies under WRC‑07 agenda item 1.20 and its associated Resolution [COM4/14] are hard limits for terrestrial radio services. The imposition of such regulatory limits on communications equipment including aircraft communications, defence radars, and cellular handsets, among others, would represent a significant burden on equipment manufacturers and national regulators. Because of this, we believe that this agenda item will be extremely difficult to resolve at WRC‑07.”

17.14
The delegate of Canada said that the text of resolves 1.21 required further change to reflect earlier agreement. Thus “, and proposals for regulatory measures” should be deleted.

17.15
It was so agreed.

17.16
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic said that his Administration found the numbering of the agenda items confusing. The Conference Preparatory Meeting should be asked to reorganize the items by subject.

17.17
Referring to ADD Resolution [COM7/B], the Chairman read out an amended text of resolves to give the view 2.3, as follows: “to consider results of ITU-R studies in accordance with Resolution 222 (WRC‑2000) to ensure spectrum availability and protection for the aeronautical mobile-satellite (R) service and to take appropriate action on this subject, while retaining the generic allocation for the mobile-satellite service”. That text represented a compromise that had 

been reached between the United Arab Emirates and Japan, and she said that, in the absence of any objection, she would take it that the meeting wished to approve it.

17.18
It was so agreed.

17.19
The eleventh series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R11) (Document 395), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

18
Ninth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R9) (Document 387)

18.1
The Secretary of the Plenary said that the texts contained in Document 387 (R9) had already been approved at the twelfth Plenary Meeting on both first and second readings in Document 363 (B14).

19
Twenty-first series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee – Second reading (Document 389)

19.1
The Chairman recalled that it had been agreed that Document 389 could be adopted on second reading only after adoption on second reading of Document 386. That having been achieved, she invited the meeting to approve on second reading the texts submitted by the Editorial Committee in Document 389.

19.2
The twenty-first series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (Document 389), as a whole, as amended on first reading, was approved on second reading

20
Twenty-sixth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B26) (Document 396)

20.1
The Chairman invited the meeting to consider the texts submitted by Committee 5 (Document 383), as presented in Document 396.

Article 5 (MOD 960-1 164 MHz, MOD 1 164-215 MHz, NOC 5.328, MOD 5.328A)

20.2
Approved.

ADD Resolution [COM5/8]

20.3
The delegate of the United States suggested that the potential ambiguity in the revised resolves 2 could be removed by moving the words “, in collaboration,” to after “shall”.

20.4
It was so agreed.

20.5
ADD Resolution [COM5/8], as amended, was approved.

ADD Recommendation [COM5/A]; Article 21 (ADD Section VI – 21.18); SUP Resolution 605 (WRC‑2000)

20.6
Approved.

Appendix 4 (Annex 2A – MOD A.17, SUP c), ADD e)); Article 59 (ADD 59.8))

20.7
The Chairman of Committee 5 said that ADD e) and SUP c) should be replaced by MOD c): “For satellite systems operating in the radio navigation satellite service in the band 1 164‑1 215 MHz, commitment of compliance with per-satellite pfd level of –129 dBW/m2 in any 1‑MHz band under free-space propagation conditions”. Lastly, all of ADD 59.8 should be deleted.

20.8
The proposals, as amended, were approved.

Article 5 (ADD 5.BA02, MOD 1 215-1 240 MHz, MOD 1 240-1 300 MHz, MOD 1 559‑1 610 MHz, MOD 5 010-5 030 MHz)

20.9
Approved.

ADD Resolution [COM5/18] 

20.10
The Chairman of Committee 5 said that, in resolves 6, after “administration”, the text “it is has not” should read “if it has not ...”.

20.11
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran pointed out that the conditional “if” in the sentence could not be followed by “shall”; the verb should be “would” or “should”.

20.12
The delegate of Venezuela said that the Spanish text should be aligned with the English.

20.13
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic regretted that the instruction to the Radiocommunication Bureau was limited to providing assistance on request. His Administration wished that all the limits set out in Resolution [COM5/18] be verified by the BR and hoped that the situation would be corrected soon.

20.14
ADD Resolution [COM5/18], as amended, was approved.

20.15
The twenty-sixth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B26) (Document 396), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

21
Twenty-sixth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee – Second reading (Document 396)

21.1
The Chairman invited the meeting to approve on second reading the texts submitted by the Editorial Committee in Document 396, as amended.

21.2
The twenty-sixth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (Document 396), as a whole, as amended on first reading, was approved on second reading.

22
Twelfth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R12) (Document 397)

22.1
The Chairman of Committee 7, referring to Resolution [COM7/9], said that the beginning of recognizing a) should be amended to read: “that the Radiocommunication Assembly adopted Question ITU-R 234/8”. Under resolves to invite ITU-R 4 and further resolves 2, the phrase “by 200 MHz” should read “by up to 200 MHz”. 

22.2
It was so agreed.

22.3
In response to a query by the delegate of Germany, the Chairman explained that the references to WRC-07 and a future competent conference placed between square brackets would be dealt with as consequential amendments by the Editorial Committee.

22.4
The twelfth series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for second reading (R12) (Document 397), as a whole, as amended, was approved.

23
Second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee – Second reading of MOD Resolution 136 (WRC-2000) (Document 190(Rev.1))

23.1
The Chairman of Committee 4 pointed out that MOD Resolution 136 (WRC‑2000) still needed to be approved on second reading. The version set out in Document 190(Rev.1), as amended, had been approved at the third Plenary Meeting.

23.2
MOD Resolution 136 (Document 190(Rev.1), as amended), was approved on second reading.

24
Role of Editorial Committee following WRC-03

24.1
The delegate of Spain pointed out that regrettably the Spanish documents contained many errors and discrepancies vis-à-vis the original English versions. The situation had been compounded by the approval of documents on second reading immediately after first reading. He proposed that, as at previous conferences, the Editorial Committee should be authorized to continue working after the last Plenary Meeting, and to review the documentation so as to ensure that there were no discrepancies in the Final Acts. The delegate of Mexico shared those concerns and supported the proposal.

24.2
The Chairman of Committee 6 stressed that the texts must be aligned with the original language versions, which in most cases was English. In case of doubt, even on editorial matters, the chairmen of the respective committees must be consulted. In that regard the proposal made earlier in the present meeting by the delegate of the United Kingdom (see end of § 11 above) should be borne in mind.

24.3
The Chairman endorsed those comments. She took it that Spain’s proposal was acceptable to the Plenary Meeting on the understanding that editorial alignments only would be made.

24.4
It was so agreed.

25
Sixth report by the Chairman of Committee 4 (Document 362)

25.1
The Chairman of Committee 4, introducing Document 362, explained that in previous publications of the Radio Regulations, Recommendation ITU-R M.1170 had been incorporated by reference. As a result of decisions taken by the present Conference, however, that was no longer the case. The Plenary Meeting was therefore invited to approve the removal of all reference to the Recommendation from Volume 4 of the Radio Regulations.

25.2
It was so agreed.

26
Entry into force and provisional application of the Radio Regulations (Documents 330(Rev.1) and 331(Rev.2))

26.1
The Chairman of Committee 4 introduced Document 330(Rev.1), containing a revision of Article 59 of the Radio Regulations relating to their entry into force and provisional application. Referring to ADD 59.7, he said that the date of entry into force of 1 January 2005 had already been agreed upon. ADD 59.8 concerned revised provisions for which there were different effective dates of application, as stipulated in the relevant Resolutions, but the list of Resolutions was incomplete, and contained square brackets where the references still needed to be checked. Since those were purely editorial matters, he suggested that the work should be completed in accordance with the procedure already agreed to with regard to editorial matters, following the Conference. In that regard, he drew particular attention to the fact that ADD 59.8 referred to “revised provisions for which other effective dates of application are stipulated in Resolutions”, and recalled that Resolutions themselves came into force on the last day of the Conference. He recalled that agreement had been reached for Appendix 4 to enter into force provisionally on 1 January 2004.

26.2
The Chairman, taking it that the proposal by the Chairman of Committee 4 was acceptable to the Plenary Meeting, submitted Document 330(Rev.1) to the meeting for first and second readings.

26.3
Document 330(Rev.1) was approved on first and second readings.

26.4
The Chairman of Committee 6 pointed out that he had sent a note to the Chairman of Committee 7 (Document 335) requesting the removal of Recommendations ITU‑R BO.1295, ITU‑R BO.1296 and ITU-R BO.1297 from Volume 4 of the Radio Regulations.

26.5
The delegate of Colombia said that the provisional application of the Radio Regulations was not in keeping with the domestic legislation of Colombia, and he would submit a reservation on the subject.

26.6
The Chairman of Committee 4 introduced Document 331(Rev.2), containing ADD Resolution [COM4/25] relating to the provisional application of certain provisions of the Radio Regulations as revised by WRC-03, and the abrogation of certain Resolutions and Recommendations. He proposed that the draft Resolution should be dealt with in the same way as Article 59 (Document 330(Rev.1)). 

26.7
The delegate of France said that some reference needed to be made to the new limits adopted by the Conference under No. 21.13bis of the Radio Regulations. He therefore proposed that in resolves 1 of the Resolution a reference to No. 21.13bis should be added after the reference to No. 5.503.

26.8
Noting that there was no objection, the Chairman requested the delegate of France to submit that amendment to the secretariat in writing.

26.9
The representative of BR, also referring to resolves 1, said that “[Annex 2 to Appendix 4]” should be deleted.

26.10
The Chairman of Committee 6 said that under resolves 1, 2 and 3 there were several references to Appendices 30A and 30B. They should be disregarded since they had already been dealt with in Resolutions [COM6/1], [COM6/2] and [COM6/4]. All references to Appendices 30, 30A and 30B should be deleted from Document 331(Rev.2).

26.11
In response to a comment by the delegate of the United Kingdom, the Chairman of Committee 4 said that the whole of Appendix 4 as revised, would need to be included under resolves 3.

26.12
The Chairman, taking it that the procedure referred to by the Chairman of Committee 4 and the amendments proposed were acceptable to the Plenary Meeting, invited participants to consider Document 331(Rev.2) on first and second readings.

26.13
ADD Resolution [COM4/25] (Document 331(Rev.2)), as amended, was approved on first and second readings.

27
Deadline for the deposit of declarations and reservations 

27.1
The Secretary of the Plenary said that now that the last text of the Conference had been adopted, the deadline for the deposit of declarations and reservations would be 1640 hours local time, and not the time indicated in Document 323 (Final days of the conference). 

27.2
The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran pointed out that the meeting was not yet over, and that delegates would need time to assess the decisions taken before preparing their declarations or reservations. He would have preferred the deadline for the deposit of declarations and reservations to have been two hours after the end of the present meeting instead of two hours after the adoption of the last text of the Conference. 

28
Report by the Chairman of Committee 6 (Document 370)

28.1
The Chairman of Committee 6 said that Document 370 contained a number of statements which were important for the Radiocommunication Bureau in their day-to-day activities regarding the application of the Radio Regulations. He requested that those statements be reflected in the minutes of the meeting.

28.2
The delegate of France proposed that it be considered that the Plenary approved the conclusions of Committee 6 contained in Document 370.

28.3
Document 370 was approved.

29
First report by the Chairman of Committee 7 (continued) (Document 313(Rev.1))

29.1
The Chairman of Committee 7 drew attention to changes to be made to Document 313(Rev.1), which dealt with the examination of agenda item 6 by Committee 7. Thus, in item 2 the term “in free space” needed to be added after “terrestrial optical telecommunications”, and the phrase “in the bands above 3 000 GHz” needed to be deleted. With those changes, Document 313(Rev.1) was submitted for approval.

29.2
The delegate of France, observing that the document asked ITU‑R to conduct urgent studies on several subjects and invited the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau to report on the status of those studies to WRC‑07, considered that the question fell within the framework of an agenda item for the next WRC, but observed also that Committee 7 had not had time to examine item 2) concerning optical telecommunications, and no administration had made a proposal dealing explicitly with the question. Item 2) should therefore either be withdrawn or replaced with a proposal that had already been examined.

29.3
The Chairman explained that WRC‑07 was not to take any action in the matter, but merely note the results of the studies for information. ITU‑R was being asked to complete studies, and the Director of BR to report on the subject to the next conference. Those studies could only be carried out with the contribution of administrations.

29.4
Document 313(Rev.1), as amended, and taking into account those remarks, was approved.

30
Second report by the Chairman of Committee 7 (continued)
(Documents 352(Rev.1) and 378)

30.1
The Chairman of Committee 7 turned to Document 378, which dealt with a review of WARC/WRC resolutions and recommendations in response to Resolution 95 (Rev.WRC‑2000), and indicated a change to be made to the text: under Resolution 136, the status should be MOD and not SUP. The document would be sent to Committee 8 for finalization with ADD Resolution [COM4/25] concerning the provisional application of certain provisions of the Radio Regulations as revised by WRC‑03 and abrogation of certain resolutions and recommendations (Document 331(Rev.2)). No decision was needed on Document 352(Rev.1), the second report from the Chairman of Committee 7.

30.2
The representative of BR drew attention to a mistake in Document 378: the Plenary had approved the suppression of Resolution 59, but it was being shown as no‑change. The document would have to be verified to make sure that the information it contained was correct.

30.3
The Chairman said that the document in question would have to be reviewed accordingly.

30.4
On that understanding Document 378 was approved.

30.5
The delegate of Japan considered that Document 352(Rev.1) required action on the part of the Plenary. Paragraph 4.2 asked that Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC‑97) should no longer be published in paper form but continue to be published in an electronic version. If the Plenary was in favour of the proposal, a WRC resolution should be elaborated.

30.6
The Chairman explained that only the resolution title would be published on paper, and the electronic version would remain available; the text could also be found in paper form in the 2001 version of the Radio Regulations.

30.7
The representative of BR stated that the Bureau had completed studying networks subject to Resolution 46 (Rev.WRC‑97). The Plenary might wish to abrogate that Resolution.

30.8
The delegate of the United Kingdom had some reservations about the suppression of Resolution 46, being of the view that the difficulties relating to the notification of frequency assignments to satellite networks had not all been resolved.

30.9
The representative of BR replied that, given the overlap between the object of Resolution 46 and that of Resolution 33, it appeared that no useful purpose would be served by retaining the former.

30.10
The delegate of the United Kingdom agreed.

30.11
The delegate of the Syrian Arab Republic suggested asking the delegate of the United States, who had been involved with Resolution 46 from the beginning, whether he would agree to suppressing it.

30.12
The delegate of the United States had no objection to suppressing Resolution 46.

30.13
It was so decided.

31
Third report by the Chairman of Committee 7 (Document 379)

31.1
The Chairman of Committee 7 indicated some changes to be made to Document 379, which dealt with the examination of agenda item 5 by Committee 7. Under item 6, the text in square brackets needed to be resolved; furthermore, the term “CPM06‑2” should be replaced with “CPM‑02” and the phrase “be considered to” should be deleted in the English version. Document 379 was submitted for approval.

31.2
The delegate of France proposed three other changes. Under item 2, the verb “proposes” could be replaced by “decides on”. Under item 3, the English version could be changed to read “that Joint Groups (e.g. JTG) be avoided as far as possible”. Finally, in the English version of item 6, the word “should” should be deleted and the word “shall” retained, in the first sentence, while the last sentence should be changed to read: “it was noted that the information session should be more instructive”. The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran suggested qualifying the final statement by adding the words “if necessary”.

31.3
The proposed amendments were approved.

31.4
Document 379, as amended, was approved.

32
Expression of thanks

32.1
The delegate of the United States thanked the Director of BR for the excellent work that had been done. She expressed her thanks also to the interpreters and the staff of the ITU secretariat. Finally, speaking on behalf of CITEL and the women at the meeting, she congratulated and thanked the President for her professionalism.

33
Obituary

33.1
The delegate of Tonga announced that His Excellency Mr Sione Kite, Director General of TongaSat, former ambassador of the Kingdom of Tonga to Switzerland and his country’s delegate at numerous ITU conferences, had passed away on 30 March from a protracted illness. Mr Kite had led TongaSat with flair and enthusiasm, to ensure that his country took its rightful place in the international satellite telecommunication community. Mr Kite was a familiar figure to many of the ITU colleagues, and his unique contribution to the Union’s work would be missed by all. Mr Kite had been a good and intelligent man, sincere and full of humour, devoted to his family, to TongaSat and to his country. He would be greatly missed by all who had known him.

Kindly refer to your letter (Corr.1) of 16 June 2003 requesting the advice of the RRB regarding
formatting for presentation of Footnote 5.BB01 in Document 164,

The Board is of the opinion that, while from a regulatory point of view, placement of the footmote in
a single box pertaining to the band 14.47-14.5 GHz does not alter the effect of the footnote, from

a practical point of view it might be preferable to place it in all the boxespertaining to the -
frequency range 14-14.5 GHz. In fact, mandatory RR provisions are applicable irrespective of their
place in the Radio Regulations. This approach matches with the existing structure of the Table of
Frequency Allocations. An example in this context is RR No. 5.372 in the Radio Regulations.
