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	Update on edh correspondence activities


RA-03 formed the Electronic Document Handling (EDH) correspondence group reporting to the RAG as announced in Administrative Circular CA/130 and on the following page:

There has been very little activity to-date within the EDH correspondence group, which may be taken to indicate that things are progressing well with respect to the use of electronic facilities in ITU-R.  The coordinator reported that RA-03 formed this correspondence group as a result of the discussion of Document RA03/PLEN/22 from Canada, which offered some suggestions on electronic working methods. It was also reported that all the suggestions made in that document have either been implemented or are in the process of being implemented by the BR.

In particular, a web-based system for secured registration and accreditation of delegates is being implemented and it is expected it will become available by the first half of 2005.
