Format of ITU-R Recommendations (agenda item 3.3)

Background

In ITU-T each recommendation has a "scope" section, at the beginning of such recommendation, which informs the reader on the content of this recommendation.

ITU-R recommendations use a text called "Summary" as a companion text seeking adoption/approval of a new and/or revised recommendation, which disappears immediately after the approval. In most cases, this summary is an equivalent to the text used by ITU-T for the "scope" text which explains the content of the recommendation.

The titles of many ITU-R recommendations are not clear enough to provide the necessary complete information on the content of such recommendation (being shortened in most cases).

Proposal

Add to the guidelines a new item:

4.1.4: Each recommendation when adopted by the Study Group or proposed for adoption and/or approval by correspondence, shall include a "scope" text clarifying the objective of this recommendation.

N.B.: In the last meeting of Study Group 6 this was raised as a verbal proposal, and was supported unanimously in order to facilitate the referencing on all BS ITU-R recommendations.
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
