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	Report of the face-to-face meeting during rag-05-1


The EDH group of the RAG met on 1 November 2005 from 17:30 to 18:30 hours with about 12 participants from 9 countries and the BR.  The meeting addressed a number of issues that had been raised through the e-mail reflector (see the Archive of the rag-edh@itu.int e-mail reflector).  In line with the guidance from the RAG, the issues presented in Document RAG05-1/5 that were discussed at the RAG plenary were not discussed again by the EDH group; that is, the online registration of delegates and the use of open-source documents.

Based on the discussion the following recommendations are made:

1.
The list of Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen 

  should be posted in two forms:
(1) a publicly available list showing only the name and affiliation of the chairmen and vice-chairmen, and
(2) the existing list with full details that should continue to be restricted to TIES users.

2.
It was reconfirmed that all new publications, including Handbooks, should continue to be published electronically on the ITU web site, and older publications available only in paper form should be converted to electronic form at the discretion of the Secretariat. 

3.
It was reconfirmed that the current practice of keeping the Temporary Documents posted on the web for one week after the meeting is reasonable and it should continue without change.

4.
The URLs for the recommended software packages should be confirmed by the BR and added to the web page
.

5.
ITU-R members should be encouraged to use informative titles for their contributions and include a contact in the contribution.

6.
It was reconfirmed that when there are revisions to a document, the original version and all previous revisions should continue to be posted on the web.

7.
It was noted that some delegates have difficulties with the addition of ITU events on their computer calendars by clicking on the “Add to calendar” icon
.  It was noted that this feature is not used much by delegates, but it was suggested that the BR includes additional information about the requirements in the computers of delegates.  It was noted that the difficulties may be due to the lack of standards.

8.
It is suggested that in the meeting calendar the day of the week for the start and end of meetings be also provided (e.g., Monday, Tuesday, etc.), as well as to continue to provide links to the relevant documents (web page for the group, circular letter announcing the meeting, etc.).

9.
It was noted that in the ITU web notification system the titles of some documents appear more than once.  It was explained that this is due to the user specifying multiple criteria and the document meeting several of those criteria.

10.
In the web pages of contributions the legend at the bottom of the page should include check boxes for all the languages.

11.
The distribution of circular letters in electronic form to member representatives (e.g., focal points) and chairmen/vice-chairmen was discussed.  It was noted that some prefer to receive them electronically only, others prefer them in paper form by mail, and others prefer to receive both ways.  There are others yet who wish to change their preferences from time to time (e.g., whether they are at the office or travelling) and there are others who simply wish to receive notification when a new circular letter has been posted to the web site.  For these reasons it is recommended that the (potential) recipients of circular letters have the option of modifying their preferences online (e.g., as part of the TIES profile).

12. It was noted that study groups, working parties, etc., have the option of including technical material in a document on their web page, upon approval by the corresponding group.

13. New facilities available for the notification of new documents posted (i.e., RSS-feed
) and the list of past events
 were explained and noted.  It was also noted that the lists of announced participants (name and affiliation only) should be posted on the web page for the meeting when practically feasible to do so.
