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Concerning a Study Group structure, the previous RAG has provided two options for further consideration, as shown in Tables A1 and A2 in the Annex. The studies on the fixed service will be succeeded by two Study Groups according to the topics.
This document attempts to clarify how the existing F-series Recommendations (or Reports) could be transferred to the new Study Groups for the purpose of their updating.
Table 1 indicates the numbers of F-series Recommendations/Reports developed and currently maintained by Working Parties 9A-9D. There is no problem, for both Options, in transferring the Recommendations under the responsibility of Working Parties 9C and 9D to either of the proposed Study Groups (on the assumption that a Joint WP for the sharing studies is established). However, in case of Option 1, we will face difficulty in subdividing the Recommendations within Working Parties 9A and 9B into the two different Study Groups, since considerable numbers of them are dealing with both point-to-point infrastructure systems and FWA systems as shown in Tables 2A and 2B.
