According to the Constitution and Convention of ITU, main roles of ITU in Radiocommunication sector are ;
· allocation of the radio-frequency spectrum and for space services, of  satellite orbit in order to avoid harmful interference between radio stations of different countries
· coordination to eliminate harmful interference between radio stations of different countries and to improve the use made of the radio-frequency spectrum for radiocommunication services and of the geostationary-satellite and other satellite orbits; etc.
It can be noted that demand for radio frequency spectrum is increasing due to the rapid progress in technological development, diversity in radiocommunication services and convergence of services including telecommunication and broadcasting.
Therefore, ITU-R is naturally expanding its role as the catalyst to efficiently stimulate the development of technology and even facilitate the commercialization of new application services such as IMT, RLAN, MBWA, SRD, emergency communication, and so on.
The restructure of ITU-R study group shall reflect these situations that ITU faces and future prospects of radiocommunication issues.
The Republic of Korea support the points captured in summary of records of  the 14th RAG meeting held during 24-26 January 2007 on a structure of six SGs retaining SG1, 3, 7 and 6, except for the transfer of WP6S to another SG. 
It is proposed some aspects to be considered in the RA Informal Meeting and future correspondence activities.
ITU-R study groups be restructured in order to efficiently support the development of technology and to respond timely to emerging service/system development progress. In order to do so, each Working Party/Task Group has to have the capability to conduct the sharing study as ITU-R has before.
About the concern on the volume of the work, particularly from the point of view of the secretariat, it could be managed flexibly by the BR. 
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
