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	Turnover of CHAIRMEN AND VICE-CHAIRMEN of STUDY GROUPs AT the RADIOCOMMUNICATION ASSEMBLY RA-07


Introduction

It is recognized that recent changes to Resolution 15-3 were aimed to establish more stringent criteria for the appointment of study group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen while ensuring a suitable turnover.

However, it is also recognized that important changes have taken, and continue to take place in the participation to the study group activities, particularly as regards the resources needed by administrations and Sector Members to support such participation and related activities. 

A first consequence is that presently it may prove to be rather difficult to identify potential candidates to the post of study group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen having the qualifications required in Annex 2 of Resolution 15-3 and, at the same time, having an adequate support by an administration or a Sector Member to efficiently carry out the assigned tasks.

Furthermore, it has also become of paramount importance to ensure a degree of continuity in the management of the study groups, particularly to allow for an efficient implementation of structural changes that may be demanded by the Radiocommunication Assembly.

It should also be noted that the current scheduling rules for WRCs has been changed by the Plenipotentiary Conference PP-06 and this may affect the scheduling of Radiocommunication Assemblies, hence the term of office for the study group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen may vary with respect to the one currently indicated in Resolution 15-3.

Finally, attention is drawn to Annexes 1 and 2, showing the particularly serious situation occurring at the next Radiocommunication Assembly as regards the turnover of Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of study groups, which will result from the limits set by the current Resolution ITU-R 15-3. Since 82 per cent of the Chairmen and 55 per cent of the Vice-Chairmen will be affected, the problems described above will be dramatically enhanced with probable repercussions on the activities and performance of many study groups.

Proposals

On the basis of the considerations above, it appears highly desirable to consider measures aimed to alleviate this difficulty. Consequently, the following proposals are put forward:

a)
to invite the next Radiocommunication Assembly to decide to exceptionally extend the term of office for study group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen who are to leave at the time of RA-07; the term of office should be extended until the Radiocommunication Assembly following RA‑07; this limited extension should not constitute a precedent for the ITU-R but only an exceptional means to help to resolve the contingent difficulties outlined above, ensuring study group management continuity in this particular phase of convergence of services;

b)
to envisage appropriate adjustments to Resolution 15-3, aimed to prevent future turnover problems, while still fully preserving the spirit of the Resolution and its procedures; the adjustments should allow some degree of flexibility to cope in the future with similar difficulties on the basis of a natural turnover and taking into account the decisions that the next Radiocommunication Assembly may make on the scheduling of future Assemblies, in order to comply with the ruling of the Plenipotentiary Conference PP-06 on the scheduling of WRCs. 

Conclusion

A limited extension of the term of office for study group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen would help to resolve the difficulties outlined in the Introduction, without affecting the substance of Resolution 15-3. 

A longer-term solution resulting in a slight modification to Resolution 15-3 would also help in ensuring that qualified officers could continue to grant, if they are still available, their support to the study group.
