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Meeting Report of Ad Hoc Vocabulary
Ad Hoc Group Vocabulary met one time during the 2nd meeting of Working Party 5D in Geneva. Four participants attended the meeting. 

The meeting was chaired by Mr. Mennenga.

Ad Hoc Group Vocabulary of Working Party 5D considered and discussed Document 5D/32 from Canada. The Ad Hoc Group reconfirmed the decision made at the opening plenary of WP 5D that the ITU should only use the term IMT (including IMT-2000 and IMT-Advanced). Further, ITU should recommend to governments, institutions and commercial to also use this terminology. 

Further the Ad Hoc Group discussed the future of Ad Hoc Group Vocabulary. The delegates felt that it is necessary to keep this group alive to collect and discuss abbreviations and definitions for IMT related issues and forward them to WP 5A for further actions. (Recommendations and contact to CCV.)
One delegate mentioned that under the address: http://www.itu.int/terminology/index.html delegates can find an official translation program (Terminology of Telecommunications) of the ITU which translates words from one official ITU language into one of the other five languages.
