Introduction

It is noted that RAG needs to react to the request from RA-07 to consider the possibility of extending Resolution ITU-R 15-4 to cover the appointment of the chairmen and vice-chairmen of CPM and SC. 

The 15th RAG meeting decided to delay making a decision on this matter until a subsequent meeting of the RAG.

Points to consider
Resolution ITU-R 15-4 is for appointment and maximum term of office for chairmen and vice-chairmen of Radiocommunication Study Groups, the Coordination Committee for Vocabulary and of the Radiocommunication Advisory Group, which have some natural continuity in their work over several study periods. Therefore, maximum time in office of two terms for these chairmen and vice-chairmen provides for a reasonable amount of stability while providing the opportunity for different individuals to serve in their capacities. However, the CPM and SC always complete their works within one term of study period since their works are dedicated to agenda items of each WRC. 
Annex 1 to the Resolution ITU-R 15-4 (procedure for appointment of Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen) and Annex 2 to the Resolution (qualification of the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen) can be equally applicable to the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of the CPM and SC.

There are separate Resolutions ITU-R 2-5 and 38-3 for CPM and SC, respectively.

Views
Resolution ITU-R 38-3 for SC includes the appointment of a Chairman and at least two Vice-Chairmen in a Radiocommunication Assembly. Therefore, it is our view that it would be enough if Resolution ITU-R 15-4 is referenced in Resolution ITU-R 38-3, e.g. resolves 7 that SC will have a Chairman and at least two Vice-Chairmen for one term appointed by a Radiocommunication Assembly, taking into account Annexes to Resolution ITU-R 15-4.

Similar measures can be made in Resolution ITU-R 2-5 for CPM.
