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Study Group 13, at its meeting in Geneva 12 – 23 January 2009, reviewed and discussed Resolutions from the WTSA-08 regarding support of developing regions including the support of mobilization. The following is a summary of discussions.

1. Resolutions from WTSA 2008

1.1 Resolution 2
Study Group 13 reviewed WTSA-08 Resolution 2, especially on the following point leading conclusion stated in the box below:

“In order to assist countries with economies in transition, developing countries, and especially least developed countries, in the application of IMT and related wireless technologies, consultations should be held with representatives of ITU‑D with a view to identifying how this might best be done through an appropriate activity conducted in conjunction with ITU‑D.”
	The above statement lead the SG13 should investigate ways for assisting developing countries with IMT and wireless technologies conjunction with ITU-D. Taking consideration of this mandate and also importance of out-reach of NGN for the developing countries, it is highly requested SG13 should build up a group to support this.


1.2 Mandates from Resolution 56

Study Group 13 reviewed WTSA-08 Resolution 56, especially on the following point leading conclusion stated in the box below:

“a) that the standardization gap between developed and developing countries should be bridged by collective efforts from both developed and developing countries;

b) that TSAG vice-chairmen, who are appointed on a regional representation basis, as well as study group vice-chairmen from developing countries, can be charged with specific responsibility, which can further enhance more active participation of, especially, developing countries in the standardization work of ITU-T;

c) that ITU can further improve both the quality and quantity of participation in standardization, by instituting terms of reference (ToR) for regional representatives appointed to the leadership positions in TSAG and ITU-T study groups that specifically include the responsibility to:

i) mobilize all ITU members in the region to participate in the ITU standardization activities

ii) make mobilization and participation reports to the ITU body concerning the region

iii) prepare and submit a mobilization programme for the regions that they represent at the first meeting of TSAG or a study group;”

	The above statement lead the SG13 should investigate ways to activate participation and contribution from developing countries for shorten standardization gap between developed and developing countries in regards of NGN, IMT, wireless and future network technologies. And SG13 also should set up clear plan to help several Vice-Chairmen from developing countries to mobilize their belonged regions to participate ITU-T activities.


2. Two Ad-Hoc Groups
SG 13 recognized the importance of this issue, especially taking consideration impacts of NGN into the telecommunication infrastructure. SG13 chairman with agreement from the SG13 managements proposes to the plenary that set up two ad-hoc groups to meet these requirements. As a conclusion, SG13 agreed to set up these two ad-hoc groups with following ToR and Leadership appointments for the 2009 - 2012 study period.

4. Tutorial Session

SG 13 management team agreed to initiate additional activity like “Tutorial Session” when SG 13 meeting will hold at developing regions. For this, SG13 management team agreed to be part of steering committee to prepare detailed programme and it is anticipated to take assistance from the TSB workshop team. SG 13 management team agreed the next September SG 13 meeting which will hold at Argentina to be the 1st event. For better preparation, two Ad-Hoc groups will collect candidate issues in the course of their activities.

5. Conclusion
SG 13 wishes to continue our development on these issues with close collaboration with other ITU-T Study Groups as well as ITU-D and ITU-R relevant groups.
