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PROPOSED TEXT FOR THE SUMMARY OF CONCLUSIONS
(Agenda item 4.1)

In discussing Document RAG09-1/3, RAG noted that it is difficult to establish a clear cut distribution and/or assignment of tasks involving more than one Study Group among the Study Groups concerned, or for  example when Study Groups deal with the preparation of draft Recommendations relating to issues such as protection ratio and sharing criteria. However, in order to maximize efficiency and minimize the difficulties which may be encountered, the RAG noted that, taking into account section 2.2 of Document CVC-15/2 and in accordance with § 10.1.4 of Resolution ITU-R 1-5, the following course of actions may be appropriate when dealing with the above-mentioned cases. These are: 

Sharing studies involving Working Parties from more than one Study Group may include the following cases:

The development of relevant protection criteria pertaining to a given radio service should remain within the Working Party (or Study Group) responsible for this service. This Working Party (or Study Group) will initiate the study in question and liaise with the other Working Parties involved to progress the work. Once the work is mature and mutually agreed by the Working Parties involved, the output in the form of a new or revised Recommendation and/or Report, as appropriate, would be submitted to the parent Study Group of the Working Party which initiated the study for formal actions on the adoption and approval procedures. Subsequent to the required adoption and approval procedures, the final product would become part of the Study Group documentation.

•
With regard to the development of sharing studies, the main objective to continually improve the efficient use of the spectrum/orbit resource for the benefit of all users is often driven by new technological advances and by new applications. In this sense, the role of the Working Party (or Study Group) responsible for the new applications is important in conducting the sharing studies while it is also essential to take into consideration the protection requirements of the existing systems. Taking into account § 2.2.1 above, the Working Party (or Study Group) responsible for the new application could initiate the sharing studies and liaise with the other Working Parties involved to progress the work. Once the work is mature and mutually agreed by the Working Parties involved, the output in the form of a new or revised Recommendation and/or Report, as appropriate, would be formally adopted, approved and maintained by the Study Group responsible for the new application.
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
