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PROPOSED TEXT FOR THE SUMMARY OF CONCLUSIONS 
(Agenda item 4.1)

In discussing Document RAG 09-1/6, and:
a) Considering, on the one hand, that the course of action proposed in the document could not be included in the Guidelines due to the fact that the matters are within the purview of the Radiocommunication Assembly, and

b) On the other hand, the necessity to provide sufficient information to the membership for the study of a given topic for which the required information is not fully available, 
RAG noted that the following course of action could be considered in dealing with the case addressed in the above-mentioned document.
For those cases for which there is already a WRC Resolution and or Recommendation supporting appropriate studies, there is no need to adopt and approve a new study Question (No. 149 A of Convention and Resolution ITU-R 5-5 refer). However, in order to ensure that sufficient information is provided to the membership on the topic concerned, additional information could be included in the Summary Records or Chairman’s Reports of the relevant Study Groups, thereby enabling the membership to fully study the topic without the need to pursue the adoption and approval of a new Question.
Regarding the preparation of draft texts for CPM Report to WRC-11, the RAG noted the opinion of the CPM Chairman that, at the beginning of the preparatory process, responsible groups were recommended to determine for each WRC-11 agenda item the topics of study and sequence of their consideration. This approach, which could be subsequently improved, would be particularly important for those agenda items that are general in nature and which may lead to possible differences in interpretation as regards the studies required. In turn, such treatment could facilitate administrations’ preparation of each agenda item, as well as regional preparatory studies and inter-regional coordination.
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
