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	PROPOSAL FOR A REVISION OF RESOLUTION ITU-R 6 AND
RESOLUTION ITU-T 18 TO INCLUDE PROVISIONS
FOR SETTING UP INTERSECTOR RAPPORTEUR GROUPS


Document RAG11-1/2 offers a proposal that we sent in parallel to the RAG and to the TSAG for a revision of Resolution ITU-R 6 and of Resolution ITU-T 18, to include provisions for setting up Intersector Rapporteur Groups, namely technical group where experts from the two Sectors may discuss specific technical issues in which they are all involved, on a peer-to-peer basis, presenting their considerations and requirements and gathering the considerations and requirements of their colleagues from the other Sector.

We wish to call the attention of the RAG to Section 10.5 of document TSAG-R4, the Chairman’s  Report of the TSAG meeting held in Geneva on 8-11 February 2011, which records that the meeting discussed the document that we had sent them, and “agreed that intersectoral rapporteur groups should be considered as another mechanism to strengthen the collaboration of ITU-T, ITU-R and ITU-D”. 
We would like to seek a similar endorsement on the part of the RAG, in support of the relevant proposal that we plan to submit to the next Radiocommunication Assembly and to the next World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly. 
It should be noted that the TSAG has improved our proposal, by adding the ITU-D Sector as another Sector with which intersector rapporteur groups could be used to strengthen collaboration.
We fully support this addition, and we would suggest that in the case of endorsement, the RAG may wish to inform the TDAG of this initiative, as well as of the position of the TSAG on this proposal.
This could be done by means of a liaison statement from the RAG to the TDAG. A possible draft for such a liaison statement is offered in the attachment to this document.

The RAG wishes to call the attention of the TDAG to document RAG11-1/2 that Italy submitted in parallel to us and to the TSAG.
