Introduction

After the previous RAG meeting in February 2010, there have been liaison activities between ITU‑R Study Group 5 and certain Study Groups in the ITU-T on several specific issues. 

This document briefly reports the progress of the works on these issues.
2      PLT (Power Line Transmission) system
Based on Document RAG10-1/24 (Chairman, Study Group 1), the agreement was reached that Working Party 1A would become a focal point through which other Working Parties in the ITU-R should provide their views or proposals on the future revision of ITU-T Recommendation G.9960 on the PLT system (Unified high-speed wire-line based home networking transceivers). 
The Working Parties in the Study Group 5 have contributed to this issue to address compatibility between the PLT and terrestrial radio services under close cooperation with Working Party 1A. The inputs from the Study Group 5 Working Parties submitted to Working Party 1A are listed in Table 1.

3    Electromagnetic compatibility disturbances
This issue has been discussed between Working Parties 5A & 5D and ITU-T Study Group 5 in relation to the development of their K-series Recommendation. 

The work through liaison statements is proceeding to efficiently convey a view of the ITU-R on the new draft ITU-T Recommendation K.deg (Mutual-disturbance test requirements for performance degradation evaluation of converged terminal devices), avoiding the duplication of the study between the two Sectors.

4    Narrowband wireless home networking

It has been recently communicated to Working Parties 5A and 5D from ITU-T Study Group 15 that they have started the development of a new Recommendation for narrowband wireless home networking transceivers which would complement the draft ITU-T G.9955 (ex G.hnem) Recommendation for narrowband home networking on in-home wires. With the common recognition that the ITU-R has expertise in wireless systems in particular for the physical layer and data link layer specifications, an appropriate mechanism for collaboration is being sought between the concerned groups in both Sectors.

Table 3 indicates the relevant document submitted from ITU-R Working Party 5D on this issue, for which Working Party 5A will also discuss at its next meeting in June 2011.
