Concerning draft CPM text for agenda item 1.1, part or all of contributions 5A/728(Part1) (Canada), 5A/755 (WP 6A), 5A/774 (Switzerland), 5A/776 (Switzerland), 5A/787 (France) were incorporated into the previous draft CPM text 5A/650 (Annex 4) which then became the consensus draft CPM text 5A/TEMP/CPM.
Concerning WRC-19 agenda item 1.1, the working document covering spectrum needs of the amateur service and sharing studies with incumbent services in the 50-54 MHz frequency band was carried forward to this meeting in 5A/650 (Annex14). Contributions 5A/756 (WP 6A), 5A/773 (IARU), 5A/775 (Switzerland), 5A/788 (France), 5A/786 (France, Switzerland) and 5A/705 (WMO) will be considered at the WP 5A meeting in November 2018. 
Reply Liaison Statement (Document 5A/TEMP/322) to WP 6A informs them of the lack of progress on the sharing and compatibility studies and about the incorporation of elements of their suggested CPM text into the draft CPM output Document 5A/TEMP/296R1. Not all the CPM text suggested by WP 6A was incorporated after advice was sought from the BR.
The potential for harmful interference from Wireless Power Transmission systems is a topic of concern to the amateur service and Documents 5A/666 (WP 1A), 5A/700 (WP 6A) raised some issues which are addressed in reply Liaison Statements 5A/TEMP/317 and 5A/TEMP/319.
Relevant to the amateur-satellite service, liaison statements 5A/676 (Chairman, WP 4C); 5A/677 (WP 4C); 5A/689 (WP 4A) were noted as they were for information only.
Documents 5A/654 (WP 5B); 5A/665 (WP 1A) covering radio rising levels of radio frequency noise were noted. While rising levels of radio frequency noise are of great concern to WG 5A-1 it does not have any additional information to add at this time.
The work plan for WRC-19 agenda item 1.1 (5A/469 (Annex5)) was updated based on the contribution 5A/728(Part2) (Canada) and became Annex 5.

WG 5A-2 decided to continue to carry forward this document to the next WP5A meeting for further consideration.
Document 5A/672 (CCV & SCV) is reply liaison for the preliminary definitions contained in Documents CCV/34 and 37. Regarding Document CCV/34, the meeting decided to create a document “Elements for a future update of Rec. ITU-R M.1450” attached as an annex to the WP5A chairman’s report. In the next update of Recommendation ITU-R M.1450, WP5A will update the definitions and check that the terminology database is aligned. Regarding Document CCV/37, the meeting decided not to send a liaison to CCV to update the database until the new Report ITU-R M.[CDLMR] is finished. 
Document 5A/784 is a liaison from ETSI on Operation of short-range radiocommunication public access system supporting hearing aid systems. One liaison statement to WP 1B and copy to ETSI and ERM TG17 was developed to invite Working Party 1B to consider hearing aid systems in the work on short-range radiocommunication devices, associated with Report ITU-R SM.2153 “Technical and operating parameters and spectrum requirements for short-range radiocommunication devices” (Doc. 5A/TEMP/277R1).

3.1	Executive summary
Working Group 5A-3 (WG 5A-3) met on five occasions at the May 2018 meeting of Working Party (WP) 5A and WG 5A-3 considered ten input contributions. The input documents were related to the objective for this meeting section 3.4.2 of Annex 3 of 5A/650, which was to:
–	Consider possible revision of Recommendations ITU-R M.1637, M.1826, and M.2009, based on input contributions.
The work of the group produced one liaison statement, with an embedded document, for transmittal to Working Party 5C and four documents to be attached to the WP 5A Chairman’s Report.
3.2	Organization of the work
All input contributions were introduced at the Working Group level. The Disaster Relief Rapporteur’s Report (Doc. 5A/834) was presented at the WP 5A Plenary. The WP 5A Chairman also tasked all WGs to consider the relevant portions of the “Guide to the use of ITU-R texts relating to the land mobile service” and of section 1 in Annex 1 of Doc. 5A/650. These items were addressed at the Working Group level.
WG 5A-3 decided to handle the treatment of the proposals in the input contributions at the working group level.
3.3	Execution of objective
Objective 1a: Revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1637
WG 5A-3 considered two input contributions assigned by the WP 5A Plenary that were related to the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1637, Global cross-border circulation of radiocommunication equipment in emergency and disaster relief situations. The documents considered by the WG, as well as their sources, are shown below:

WG 5A-5 also considered two input contributions and developed a preliminary draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1890-0 of operational radiocommunication objectives and requirements for advanced intelligent transport systems (Document 5A/TEMP/324).  WG5A-5 agreed to extend the completion date of the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M. 1890-0 to the 21st meeting of WP5A in November 2018 in order to collect further information. The workplan is in Attachment 2 to Annex 3.
WG 5A-5 considered seven input contributions and further developed a working document towards preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[ITS USAGE] (Document 5A/TEMP/300R1). WG 5A-5 decided to maintain its work plan for the Report ITU-R M.[ITS USAGE] (Attachment 3 to Annex 3). 
It was discussed the studies related to coexistence of ITS with other services are within the scope of M.[ITS.USAGE] report or alternatively a new report would have to be developed to cover other studies. WG 5A-5 decided to delete section 7.5 ‘Best practice and experiences on the usage of bands between ITS and other applications/services’ from the draft M.[ITS.USAGE] report, and create a new Annex (Document 5A/TEMP/329) on this coexistence issue for further considerations. 
WG 5A5 considered eight input contributions and developed a preliminary draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.2084-0 of radio interface standards of vehicle-to-vehicle and vehicle-to-infrastructure communications for Intelligent Transport System applications. During the DG 4 - M.2084 meeting on the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.2084, the meeting agreed that any other relevant frequency bands presently proposed in table 14 and 15 of the document may be included at the next meeting. (Document 5A/TEMP/307). WG 5A-5 agreed to extend the completion date of the revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1890-0 to the 21st meeting of WP 5A in November 2018 in order to collect further information.  (Attachment 4 to Annex 3). 
WG 5A5 developed a liaison statement to external organizations (EO) of ITU (Document 5A/TEMP/304) to invite further information.
Regarding the revision of the handbook volume 4 "Intelligent Transport Systems" of the Land Mobile Handbook (LMH), WG 5A-5 considered one input contribution, and further developed a working document toward revision of Land Mobile Handbook, Vol. 4 – Intelligent Transport Systems. It was requested member states to make further contributions on LMH. The workplan is in Attachment 5.
5.3	Technical and operational characteristics of the land mobile service in the frequency range 275-450 GHz (WRC-19 agenda item 1.15)
WG 5A-5 received liaison statements from WP 5C (Document 5A/652) and WP 1A (Document 5A/668 ) and noted them. 
WG 5A-5 also received an input contribution (Document 5A/762) copying to WP 5A for information from Canada proposing that WP 5C send liaison statement to WP 1A on the working document towards a preliminary draft new Report ITU-R SM.[275-450GHz_SHARING]. WG 5A-5 noted the input contribution.
5.4	WRC-19 agenda item 9.1, Issue 9.1.8 (MTC, Res. 958)
Based on an input contribution, WG 5A-5 continued its work on the development of the working document towards a preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[NON_IMT.MTC_USAGE] on technical and operational aspects of Internet of Things and Machine-to-Machine applications by systems in the Mobile Service (excluding IMT) (Document 5A/TEMP/288R1). The meeting agreed to elevate its status to a preliminary draft new Report from a working document, with an aim to finalize it at its November 2018 meeting for submitting it to SG 5 November meeting. WG 5A-5 also revised its workplan for the development of Report ITU-R M.[NON_IMT.MTC_USAGE] (Attachment 6 to Annex 3).
WG 5A-5 receive a liaison statement from WP 1B (Document 5A/663) clarifying that the working document towards a preliminary draft new Report ITU-R SM.[LPWAN.MTC]: Technical and operational aspects of Low Power Wide Area Networks (LPWAN) for Machine-Type Communication and the Internet of Things in frequency ranges harmonized for SRD operation is being developed by WP 1B in response to Resolution ITU-R 66, being disconnected from WRC-19 agenda item (AI) 9.1, issue 9.1.8. WG 5A-5 developed a reply liaison statement which inform of WP 1B that WG 5A-5 agreed to take out the LPWAN-related parts of its working document towards a preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[NON_IMT.MTC_USAGE] (Document 5A/TEMP/289).
WG 5A-5 received a liaison statement from WP 5D (Document 5A/675), and an input contribution proposing a draft liaison statement back to WP 5D on work on WRC-19 agenda item 9.1, Issue 9.1.8. WG 5A-5 developed a liaison statement to WP 5D which provided 1) WP 5A’s latest information on a working document towards preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[NON_IMT.MTC_USAGE] and 2) WP 5A’s comments regarding non-IMT MTC applications in the draft CPM text on WRC-19 agenda item 9.1, Issue 9.1.8 (Document 5A/TEMP/290). 
5.5	Bird-to-Bird packet communication
WG 5A-5 received a liaison statement from ITU-D Study Group 2 (SG 2) Rapporteur Group for Question Q2/2 (Telecommunications/ICTs for e-Health) on Bird-to-Bird packet communication using wireless token rings (Document 5A/836). ITU-D SG 2 was seeking an advice and a views from WP 5A on useful ICT technology and possible wireless token ring protocols for wireless Birdto-Bird packet communication. WG 5A-5 developed a reply liaison statement which informs ITU-D SG2 of wide-area sensor and/or actuator network (WASN) systems documented by Recommendation ITU-R M.2002 and Report ITU-R M.2224 (Document 5A/TEMP/287R1).
5.6	Review of ITU-R texts
WG 5A-5 reviewed the Guide to the use of ITU-R texts related to the land mobile service. There was no comment on the Guide.
WG 5A-5 also reviewed ITU-R texts pertinent to WG 5A-5 in Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/650 (WP 5A).
There were no views on suppression or revision with regard to the existing ITU-R Recommendations, Reports and Handbooks relating to WG 5A-5. The meeting agreed to retain all the ITU-R Recommendations, Reports and Handbooks relating to WG 5A-5. 
5.7	Future work
WG 5A-5 continues its work on the development of preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[NON_IMT.MTC _USAGE] on technical and operational aspects of Internet of Things and Machine-to-Machine applications by systems in the Mobile Service (excluding IMT).
WG 5A-5 continues to develop a preliminary draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[ITS FRQ] of harmonization of frequency arrangements for Intelligent Transport Systems in the mobile service.
WG 5A-5 continues to develop a working document towards preliminary draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[ITS ARR].
WG 5A-5 continues to develop a preliminary draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1890 of operational radiocommunication objectives and requirements for advanced intelligent transport systems.
WG 5A-5 continues to develop a working document toward a preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[ITS USAGE] of intelligent transport systems usage report in ITU-R member states.
WG 5A-5 continues to develop a preliminary draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.2084-0 of radio interface standards of vehicle-to-vehicle and vehicle-to-infrastructure communications for Intelligent Transport System applications.
WG 5A-5 continues to develop a working document towards revision of Land Mobile Handbook, Vol.4 – Intelligent Transport Systems.
Finally, WG 5A-5 Chairman would like to thank Sub-Working Group Chairperson Mr Satoshi Oyama, and Drafting Group Chairpersons Mr Tom Schaffnit, Ms Bettina Erdem, Mr Andy Phang, Mr HyunSeo Oh and Mr Jean-Philippe Kermoal for their excellent chairmanship and all participants for their contribution to work of the group.
