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1	Introduction
[bookmark: _Hlk498595625]WP 5A held its twenty-first (21st) meeting from 5-15 November 2018 in Geneva. The meeting participants (see list in Doc. 5A/975) included 257 participants from 46 countries representing 44 administrations, 8 recognized operating agencies, 10 scientific or industrial organizations, 1 United Nations, its specialized agencies and the International Atomic Energy Agency, 3 regional and other international organizations, 1 regional telecommunication organization, 1 associate, 3 academia, universities and research establishments, and the BR. WP 5A held three plenary sessions during the meeting period (on 5, 9, and 15 November 2018).
The meeting dealt with 131 input documents (126 listed in Doc. 5A/969 and (4?) liaison documents that arrived during the meeting listed in the tale below) and upon their consideration the meeting prepared 49 output temporary documents (see list in Annex 25 to Doc. 5A/976).

Annex 1 contains the management aspects of WP 5A, including a summary of the status of the texts that are the responsibility of WP 5A and the use of electronic facilities.
The Chairman’s Report of the twentieth meeting of WP 5A (Doc. 5A/844) was adopted, including the objectives for the 21st meeting as presented in Section 4 of Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/844.
The structure of WP 5A for this meeting was also adopted as presented in Section 2.2 of Annex 1 in Doc. 5A/844, which is reproduced in Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/976.
The Chairman asked the meeting participants to review the list of contacts that appears in section 4 of Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/844 and inform him of any necessary changes (the final list appears in section 4 of the updated Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/976 and updates between meetings are maintained by the BR and the Chairman of WP 5A).  The Chairman indicated this list showing the contacts by topics is used for all liaison statements to external organizations on those topics and the e-mail distribution lists are generated automatically from it. 
The work program for the WP 5A meeting was adopted as presented in Doc. 5A/ADM/25, and updates were made during the meeting as shown in Table 1 below.  The initial schedule was adopted as per Doc. 5A/ADM/26 and it was updated daily in the WP 5A share folder during the meeting, with the final version included in Annex 1.
At the opening Plenary three liaison statements were considered (Docs. 5A/870 (SCV), 5A/888 (ITUT SG 5), and 5A/968(Rev.1) (ITU-T SG 15)), which were noted. The Chairman also drew the attention of the meeting to the WP 5A texts that are listed in section 1 of Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/844, the Guide to the use of ITU-R texts related to the land mobile service, and the Guide to the use of ITU-R texts relating to the amateur and amateur-satellite services asking each Working Group to review the texts assigned to them.  Canada presented Doc. 5A/928 proposing preliminary draft revisions of the Questions assigned to WP 5A and the chairman requested the working groups to review the Questions under their responsibility for inclusion of the preliminary draft revisions in the chairman’s report of the 21st meeting with the objective of finalizing the draft revisions at the 22nd meeting of WP 5A (Annex 4 to Doc. 5A/976).
The Chairman also pointed out the guidelines for the preparation of WP 5A texts in section 2.3 of Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/844 and the outline of the preparatory work for WRC-19 in section 3 (reproduced in Annex 1 to Doc. 5A/976).
At the second plenary of WP 5A two new liaison statements were introduced. Doc. 5A/970 from ITUD SG 2 was assigned to WG 5A-4 and Doc. 5A/971 from WP 5C was noted for information.
The Liaison Rapporteurs presented their reports during the 3 Plenary sessions of WP 5A, including on certain countries in Region 2 by Jonathan Siverling (Doc. 5A/910), on Disaster Relief by Amy Sanders (Doc. 5A/911(Rev.1)), on WWRF by Hitoshi Yoshino (Doc. 5A/972), on certain countries in Region 1 by Gabrielle Owen (Doc. 5A/973), and on certain countries in Region 3 by Hitoshi Yoshino (Doc. 5A/974).
[bookmark: s2]2	Objectives and work programme for the meeting
The objectives for the meeting were adopted as set forth in the Chairman’s Report of the twentieth meeting of WP 5A (section 4 of Doc. 5A/844) noting that need to consider also the proposals in the input contributions for the twenty first meeting, in particular those related to the WRC-19 agenda items under the responsibility of WP 5A. With regards to the update of documents that are the joint responsibility of WPs 5A and 5C, the chairmen of WP 5A and WP 5C decided not to hold a joint session as there were no new issues to consider; future actions regarding future updates of documents that have a joint responsibility will be considered on a case-by-case basis depending on the input contributions and the nature of the proposed update (cf. section 3.10). 
The work was carried out within five Working Groups.  The responsibilities for input contributions were assigned as per Table 1, showing also the organization of the work for the meeting (the documents in the rows “Reports” and “General” were assigned to all the Working Groups).

The Working Groups developed preliminary draft revised/new Recommendations, Reports, and liaison statements, and progress reports on the work. The texts proposed by these Working Groups in TEMP documents (Annex 25) were considered by WP 5A and are either annexed to this Report for further work to be considered at future meetings of WP 5A or were approved by WP 5A as liaison statements to other groups or for submission to Study Group 5 (Annex 2). 
3	Executive summary of the results of the meeting
3.1	Summary of documents approved by WP 5A
The list of texts that are the responsibility of WP 5A has been updated in line with Doc. 5/1(Rev.2), including the assignment of responsibilities to the Working Groups of WP 5A and identification of topics for the Recommendations and Reports (Annex 1).
At a previous meeting, WP 5A already decided to implement factual editorial updates of the guides to the use of ITU-R texts related to the radiocommunication services under the responsibility of WP 5A between the meetings of WP 5A (i.e., updates of references to Recommendations, Reports and Handbooks as they are approved), while amendments of substance will be considered for approval at the WP 5A meetings. At this meeting it was noted that the Guide to the use of ITU-R texts relating to the amateur and amateur-satellite services had been updated editorially.
The consolidation of all the texts approved by WP 5A, including the liaison statements, appears in Annex 2 of Doc. 5A/976.

3.3	Amateur and amateur-satellite services
Continued the work on the sharing and compatibility studies required for WRC-19 agenda item 1.1. The elevation of the document to a preliminary draft new Report reflects the significant progress made (Annex 5 to Doc. 5A/976). Generated two liaison statements to other groups. Editorially reviewed and revised the ‘Guide to the use of ITU-R texts relating to the amateur and amateur-satellite services’.
3.4	Systems and standards
Work continued on WRC-19 agenda item 1.11, completed a draft Report ITU-R M.[RSTT.USAGE] on current and future usage of railway radiocommunication systems between train and trackside (RSTT) (Doc. 5/111), further developed a working document towards a PDN Recommendation ITUR M.[RSTT.FRQ] on harmonization of frequencies and related frequency arrangements for railway radiocommunication systems between train and trackside (Annex 8 to Doc. 5A/976).
Work continued on the development of a working document towards a preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[CDLMR] on conventional digital land mobile radios and elevated it to PDNR (Annex 7 to Doc. 5A/976).
Work continued on the development of preliminary draft new Recommendation ITU-R M.[MS-RXCHAR-28] on “Receiver characteristics and protection criteria for systems (excluding IMT) in the mobile service in the frequency range 27.5-29.5 GHz for use in sharing and compatibility studies with earth stations in motion operating in geostationary FSS networks and with applications under the fixed service (Annex 6 to Doc. 5A/976).
Other work in progress includes utility communication systems, systems for public mobile communications with aircraft, and radiocommunication systems between train and trackside (Annexes 9 to 12 to Doc. 5A/976).
3.5	Public protection and disaster relief
Produced two draft revisions of Recommendations (see Section 3.2.1), one liaison statement for transmittal to ITU-T Study Group 2, and a preliminary draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1826 (Annex 13 to Doc. 5A/976). In addition, it provided updates to two ITU webpages related to PPDR.
3.6	Interference and sharing
Further progressed the working documents related to RLAN sharing, parameters and measurements resulting from the work on WRC-19 agenda item 1.16 (Annexes 16 to 20 to Doc. 5A/976). Also continued work on the development of a PDN Report ITU-R M.[100GHZ.RSTT.COEXIST] (Annex 21 to Doc. 5A/976), the draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1808 (Annex 15 to Doc. 5A/976) and the PDN Report ITU-R M.[GEO.SHARE] (Annex 14 to Doc. 5A/976). Developed a draft reply liaison statement to Working Party 7B related to their work in response to WRC-19 agenda item 1.7 (Annex 3 to Doc. 5A/976).
