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Chapter 1
Working Party 5D Chairman’s Report
1	Introduction
The 31st meeting of Working Party 5D was held in Fukuoka, Japan, from 9-16 October 2018. The meeting was attended by 195 delegates representing 35 Member States (Administrations) and 35 Sector Members and Associates (industrial organizations). A total of 103 input documents were considered (see Chapter 7, Attachment 7.1).
The meeting was conducted by way of an opening and a closing Plenary session complemented by the detailed work conducted by the appointed Working Groups and Ad Hoc Groups.
A total of 109 temporary documents were produced during the WP 5D meeting (see Chapter 7, Attachment 7.2).
A number of documents were carried forward for further consideration at the next meeting (see Chapter 7, Attachment 7.3).
Correspondence messages to external organizations are indicated in Chapter 7, Attachment 7.4.
2	Objectives
The objectives of this meeting were established in the Report of the 30th meeting (see Document 5D/1011, Chapter 1, Section 6) including the specific objectives delineated in the respective Working Group Reports, and in the opening Plenary.
3	Summary of results
3.1	Plenary specific matters
The Plenary received reports from the Working Groups, Ad Hoc Group, and Rapporteurs. These Reports were noted. In addition, the Plenary addressed a number of documents as a result of the work in the meeting.

No formal written statements from Members were received specifically identified for inclusion in this Chapter 1 Report 
3.2	Working Group General Aspects
WG General Aspects and it associated Sub-Working Groups advanced the work on items under its scope. 
Liaisons were also developed on certain items and topics. Relevant detailed work plans were also updated for inclusion in Chapter 2.
In particular the following is noted. 
3.2.1	Draft Revision of Report ITU-R M.2373-0
The preliminary draft revision of Report ITU-R M.2373-0 - Audio-visual capabilities and applications supported by terrestrial IMT systems was agreed and elevated to a draft revision in WP 5D. The document has been submitted to Study Group 5 for consideration and action.
3.2.2	Draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.MTC]
The preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.MTC] - The use of the terrestrial component of International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT) for Narrowband and Broadband Machine-Type Communications  was agreed and elevated to a draft new Report in WP 5D.  The document has been submitted to Study Group 5 for consideration and action.
3.2.3	Draft new Report ITU-R IMT.[IMT USAGE]
The preliminary draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.USAGE] - Emerging usage of the terrestrial component of International Mobile Telecommunication (IMT) was agreed and elevated to a draft new Report in WP 5D.  
One Administration expressed reservations about the use of the wording “industry sector” used throughout the text of the draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.USAGE]. An editorial revision was carried out after the closing of the Working Party (WP) 5D meeting by the Secretariat in order to take into account the comment raised by that Administration.
The document has been submitted to Study Group 5 for consideration and action.
It was specifically verbally indicated to the meeting by the Administration of Iran and requested to be included in this Chairman’s Report the position that “The Administration of Islamic Republic of Iran reserves its right to comment on the content of this Report in Study Group 5”.
3.2.4	Working Document - Draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.[APPROACHES]EXPERIENCES]
In discussions regarding the status of Working Party 5D's development of a draft new Report M.[IMT.APPROACHES]EXPERIENCES], some Administrations requested that the document be elevated to PDNR status. These administrations noted the considerable effort exerted by all participants to reach compromise text following the activity over the last seven meetings of Working Party 5D. These administrations also noted that Working Party 5D should continue to make all efforts towards consensus, supporting further contributions to the next meeting, with a view to elevate the document to a draft new Report at the next meeting of WP 5D. Some other Administrations noted that only the main body of the document has been reviewed and that additional time is necessary for full review of the content within the Annexes of the Working Document.  Participants are encouraged to contribute to the next meeting to help advance the unresolved issues outlined in the Chairman's Report of SWG-AV.
In SWG-AV, the meeting reviewed the main body of the text, incorporating the proposals of one input contribution, and also editorially updating the annexes with the national experiences, based on two inputs for this meeting, and another input from the previous meeting. 
At this meeting, it was possible to make good progress on the main body of the text. It should be noted that the review exercise included some provisional agreements that can support the continuation of the work.  
As such, future inputs are invited mainly on the points that still need to be addressed, which are highlighted in yellow in the working document, and summarized in Chapter 3 Attachment 3.5.
3.2.5	SWG RA-19 Preparation for SG 5
This SWG has been reviewing the related ITU-R Questions, Resolutions and Opinions. Work on this will continue in the February 2019 meeting. A working document has been developed. It is noted that significant progress must be made on advancing this deliverable as finalization must be done in the July 2019 meeting.
3.2.6	Other General Aspects results 
A number of liaisons both internal and external were dispatched from the 31st meeting related to the work in General Aspects WG, see Chapter 7, Attachments 7.2 and 7.4.
[bookmark: attach35][bookmark: attach36]3.3	Working Group Spectrum Aspects
WG Spectrum Aspects and it associated Sub Working Groups advanced the work on items under its scope. Liaisons were also developed on certain items and topics. Relevant detailed work plans were also updated for inclusion in Chapter 2.
In particular the following is noted.
3.3.1 	Working Document – Draft Revision 6 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1036-5
Discussion focused on the working document towards a draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1036-5 as revised at the 30th meeting in particular the remaining issues concerning the Introduction section and the detailed frequency arrangements contained in the Annex; in particular, Section 3 for the 470-960 MHz frequency band, Section 4 for the 1 427-1 518 MHz frequency band, and Section 8 for the 3 300-3 700 MHz frequency band.
Further discussion on the remaining issues will be required at the next meeting of WP 5D in February 2019 in order to achieve consensus on stable text of the revision.
The Administration of Iran requested the following observations (as captured from verbal intervention) be included in this Chairman’s Report.  It was stated that:
In the revisions of M.1036 there is a need to follow certain principles:
· Work on this M.1036 revision has been under way for many sessions
· Need to maintain the provisional agreements already in place
· Should focus on unresolved aspects
· Time is of the essence and the focus should be on concluding the work
· It is not productive to keep revisiting matters thought to be stable
· Some areas in the revision work involve either retention, deletion or modification – modifications should be done in line with the radio regulations
NOTE:	This document is expected to be finalized at Meeting #32 in July 2019 in order to be provided to the Study Group 5 meeting in September 2019 – the final SG 5 session in the current study period.  Hence, in the February “#31 bis” meeting, every effort has to be made to elevate this document to a preliminary draft revision in the course of the work.
3.3.2	Overall Progress on Sharing Studies
Many of the studies were intended to be finalized in the October 2018 meeting.  This did not happen due to the complexity of the discussions and the inability for the divergent views to achieve common alignment and a lack of progress to define suitable agreeable text.  Hence, these deliverables have been retargeted for completion in WP 5D meeting #32, which is the final WP 5D meeting in the current study period.  A number of these studies stem from WRC-15 conclusions - it is important to finish this work in due time.
The Chairman urges the meeting to redouble their efforts to reach stability in the work and requests the Members to work diligently to reach consensus and closure.  Continued polarization and opposing positions with no movement subjects the work to being declared an impasse and to be abandoned. Continued debate with no forward movement is just wasting precious time and resources; reiterating the same points over and over again leads nowhere.
3.3.2.1	Draft new Report ITU-R M.[REP.MSS & IMT L-band COMPATIBILITY]
The working document was updated based on a number of input contributions on this topic. The document will be further updated at the next meeting of WP 5D based on input contributions and the latest progress of the work will then be liaised to WP 4C at that meeting, taking into account that WP 4C. 
NOTE:	This document is expected to be finalized at Meeting #32 in July 2019 in order to be provided to the Study Group 5 meeting in September 2019 – the final SG 5 session in the current study period.  Hence, in the February “#31 bis” meeting, every effort has to be made to elevate this document to a preliminary draft revision in the course of the work.
3.3.2.2	Draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT&BSS COMPATIBILITY] (WRC-19 agenda item 9.1, Issue 9.1.2)
The working document was updated based on these input contributions and it was agreed to elevate this document to a preliminary draft new Report to reflect the fact that the document is reaching a mature state.
The document will be further updated at the next meeting of WP 5D based on input contributions and the latest progress of the work will then be liaised to WP 4A at that meeting.
NOTE:	This document is expected to be finalized at Meeting “#31 bis” in February 2019. 
3.3.2.3	Draft new Report/Recommendation ITU-R M.[MSS&IMT-ADVANCED SHARING] (WRC-19 agenda item 9.1, Issue 9.1.1)
The working document was updated based on these input contributions and the workplan was updated accordingly. The document will be further updated at the next meeting of WP 5D based on input contributions and the latest progress of the work will then be liaised to WP 4C at that meeting.
NOTE:	This document is expected to be finalized at Meeting #32 in July 2019 in order to be provided to the Study Group 5 meeting in September 2019 – the final SG 5 session in the current study period.  Hence, in the February “#31 bis” meeting, every effort has to be made to elevate this document to a preliminary draft revision in the course of the work.
3.3.2.4	Draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.3300 MHz RLS] ITU-R M.[RADAR&IMT SHARING]
Working Party 5D received a number of input contributions on this topic and updated the working document. It was also noted that WP 5D has already developed a possible way forward for the studies in the 3 300-3 400 MHz frequency band by using the beam forming antenna characteristics from Recommendation ITU-R M.2101 for IMT-Advanced and IMT-2020 and using the characteristics in Report ITU-R M.2292 for IMT-2020.
NOTE:	This document is expected to be finalized at Meeting #32 in July 2019 in order to be provided to the Study Group 5 meeting in September 2019 – the final SG 5 session in the current study period.  Hence, in the February “#31 bis” meeting, every effort has to be made to elevate this document to a preliminary draft revision in the course of the work.
3.3.2.5	Draft new Report/Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT.COEXISTENCE.AMS] (4 8004 900 MHz)
Working Party 5D received a number of input contributions on this topic and updated the working document. However, it became clear during the discussions, that there are currently fundamentally opposing views on some of the basic assumptions for these studies and that due to this situation as well as the complexity of the issue it would be unlikely that further consideration on the matter would resolve these difficulties. 
Whilst the working document was updated based on input contributions, and there might still be some further updates at the next meeting, it is not expected to come to a single agreed conclusion and this work would eventually stop. 
Regardless of the state of the work, the meeting did develop a Note from the WP 5D Chairman to the Director of the BR to communicate the current situation for possible inclusion into the Director’s report to WRC-19, as this work is related to the revision of RR No. 5.441B that WRC-19 will consider.
3.3.2.6	Draft new Report ITU-R M.[IMT.3300 MHz FSS]
To date, no inputs have been received to progress the work in WP 5D.  Thus, this work is subject to being abandoned. As this is planned for completion in July 2019, the February meeting will assess progress and decide to continue or abandon the work and subsequently amend the work plan as appropriate;
3.3.2.7	Draft new Report on ITU-R M.[IMT.AAS]  
Based on input contributions on this topic, WP 5D updated the working document as well as and the work plan for draft new Report on Advanced antenna system (AAS) pattern for sharing studies between IMT-2020 systems and other services. 
3.3.2.8	Draft new report on HAPS as IMT base stations around and below 2 GHz
Based on input contributions on this topic, WP 5D updated the working document and the work plan for draft new Report on co-channel sharing analysis involving IMT-Advanced systems using HAPS as base stations in accordance with RR No. 5.388A.
3.3.3	Other Spectrum Aspects results
A number of liaisons both internal and external were dispatched from the 31st meeting related to the work in Spectrum Aspects WG, see Chapter 7, Attachments 7.2 and 7.4.
3.4	Working Group Technology Aspects
WG Technology Aspects and it associated Sub Working Groups advanced the work on items under its scope. Liaisons were also developed on certain items and topics. Relevant detailed work plans were also updated for inclusion in Chapter 2.
In particular the following is noted,
3.4.1	Draft Revision 14 of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457-13
The previous carried forward WP 5D provisionally agreed (without detailed references) draft revision of Recommendation ITU-R M.1457-13 - Detailed specifications of the terrestrial radio interfaces of International Mobile Telecommunications-2000 (IMT-2000) was finalized with the inclusion of the relevant detailed transposed references and subsequently agreed and elevated to a draft new Report in WP 5D.  The document has been submitted to Study Group 5 for consideration and action.
3.4.2	Working document - Draft Revision 4 of Recommendation ITU-R M.2012-3
The meeting reviewed an input contribution from GCS Proponent of LTE-Advanced and determined that this was meeting “Y+2” for Revision 4 of Rec. ITU-R M.2012.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The meeting reviewed the received input contributions from GCS Proponent of LTE-Advanced from ATIS and those received by the Radiocomunication Bureau which together contained the required “Certification B” forms received from: ARIB, ATIS, CCSA, ETSI, TSDSI, TTA, and TTC (on behalf of 3GPP).
The preliminary draft revision of Rec. ITU-R M.2012-3 without incorporated hyperlinks was in the Plenary elevated to “provisionally agreed by WP 5D as a draft new Report (without the detailed hyperlink references)”.  In the February “#31 bis” meeting, the transposed references are expected to be received consistent with the provisionally agreed revisions and will be reviewed.  From the February meeting it is anticipated WP 5D will forward the fully completed draft revision to SG 5.
3.4.3	Inputs for IMT-2020 submissions
This meeting received updated information related to the proposal of candidate IMT-2020 radio interfaces from ETSI and DECT and also updated submissions of candidate IMT-2020 radio interfaces from 3GPP, China, and Korea. These contributions were reviewed and the respective IMT-2020 documents were revised accordingly.
It was noted that full information must be provided by proponents no later than WP 5D #32.
3.4.4	Doc. IMT-2020/YYY Input Submissions Summary 
Based on the input contributions, the working document towards an acknowledgment template was further developed. This acknowledgement is to be developed for each candidate technology submission that ITU-R WP 5D determines is a “complete” submission in Step 3. This template also contains a checklist which could assist in determination of “completeness.
3.4.5	IMT-2020/VVV 
This meeting reviewed the received input contributions from India and Korea, China, Japan and started discussion on the new IMT-2020 document, “Process and use of the Global Core Specification (GCS), references, and related certifications in conjunction with Recommendation ITU-R M.[IMT2020.SPECS]”.
A detailed work plan was created by the SWG IMT Specifications. However, the meeting could not establish the agreement to create a working document at this meeting because of the prematurity of the discussion status.
3.4.6	Other Technology Aspects results
A number of liaisons both internal and external were dispatched from the 31st meeting related to the work in Technology Aspects WG, see Chapter 7, Attachments 7.2 and 7.4.
3.5	Working Group Ad Hoc Work Plan
3.5.1	Chapter 2
The “ITU-R WP 5D Structure and Work Plan” in Chapter 2 was discussed and updated. It is noted that the anticipated meetings of WP 5D through 2023 have been added in Chapter 2 for planning purposes.
4	Outputs from the meeting
The final edited outputs from the meeting may be found in Chapters 2-6. It should be noted that a number of these documents, as represented in the annex to this Report, were edited in the Plenary so the reference to the TEMP documents in the Tables should be utilized as a pointer to initial source material only. Wireless LAN facilities will be available at the meeting. Participants will need to bring their laptops (equipped with a WLAN-card) with them to the meeting because this will be a completely paperless meeting (no paper copies of documents will be distributed). A cyber cafe facility will also be provided.
8	Remarks
I would like to remind us there is a significant amount of work to be accomplished in this upcoming Geneva meeting both for items that need to be finalized in Meeting “#31 bis” and for setting the stage on work to progress and complete in 2019. Time is running short.  The February meeting is only a 5 day meeting with a full agenda across all the Working Groups.  Hence, the work needs to proceed efficiently and constructively with an objective to reach stability in the documents so they might be appropriately elevated in the February meeting in preparation for finalization no later than the July WP 5D meeting, with agreement in the July meeting of WP 5D for forwarding the deliverables to Study Group 5.
Administratively, delegates are informed in advance that evening sessions might be planned for the February meeting in accordance with Administrative Circular CA/233 (18 May 2017).


2018 has proven to be another busy year in a long sequence of work. I recognize and appreciate the hard work and dedication in the extended leadership team, in those leading drafting groups and providing editing support and in the support we receive from the BR Counsellor and the Secretariat staff.
