1.20		fixed service:  A radiocommunication service between specified fixed points.
Reasons:	This definition of the fixed service does not present any obstacle to the use of existing or future applications in the fixed service.
Section IV – Radio stations and systems
NOC	RCC/8A23A6/2
1.66		fixed station:  A station in the fixed service.
Reasons:	This definition of a fixed station does not present any obstacle to the use of existing or future applications in the fixed service.
