Proposal
ATU Member States support the inclusion of an agenda item regarding IMT spectrum beyond 2020 for inclusion on the agenda of WRC-19:
–	Support for ITU-R to undertake the necessary sharing and compatibility studies between the mobile service and other services in the same and adjacent bands, taking into account the existing provisions contained in the Radio Regulations, as well as the use of these bands by the other services.
–	Support for studies on frequency-related matters for IMT identification including possible additional allocations to the mobile services on a primary basis in all or portion(s) of the following frequency bands for the future development of IMT for 2020 and beyond:
i)	7.075-8.5 GHz
ii)	8.5-10 GHz
iii)	10-10.5 GHz
iv)	14.8-15.35 GHz
v)	15.35-15.630 GHz
vi)	15.630-17.3 GHz
vii)	23.6-24.25 GHz
