Introduction
In ITU Regions 1, 2 and 3, the spectrum allocated to the unplanned fixed-satellite service (FSS) in the Earth-to-space and space-to-Earth directions is different between Regions and between Uplink and Downlink in the 10-15 GHz band. This difference of capacity creates an imbalance among the Regions, thus restricting satellite operators in different ITU Regions from fully and effectively utilizing the limited frequency resource to cope with the increasing spectrum demand for the unplanned fixed-satellite service, which is extensively used for a large variety of applications.
To resolve the shortage of FSS spectrum in Region 1 and Regions 2 and 3, technical, operational and regulatory studies were conducted to identify possible bands for a new primary allocation to the fixed-satellite service of 250 MHz in both directions in Region 1, within the bands 10-17 GHz, and for a new primary allocation to the fixed-satellite service (in the Earth-to-space direction) of 250 MHz in Region 2 and 300 MHz in Region 3, within the bands 13-17 GHz, on technical (including necessary calculations and criteria), in accordance with Resolutions 151 (WRC-12) and 152 (WRC-12) respectively.
Based on the results of the sharing studies, Bulgaria, Israel, Luxembourg, Monaco, Norway and Qatar propose an additional primary allocations of 250 MHz to the fixed-satellite service, in the Earth-to-space direction, limited to geostationary-satellite systems in frequency band 14.50-14.75 GHz in Region 1. Moreover these administrations extend the proposal to a worldwide allocation, hence regulatory text contained in this contribution also consider an additional primary allocation of 250 MHz, in frequency band 14.50-14.75 GHz, in Region 2 and an additional primary allocation of 300 MHz, in frequency band 14.50-14.80 GHz, in Region 3.
This allocation combined with a downlink allocation will satisfy the spectrum requirements identified under WRC-15 agenda item 1.6.1. Therefore, it is also proposed to delete Resolution 151 (WRC-12).
