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1	Allocation of documents to committees (continued)
1.1	The Chairman recalled that Document DT/3, on the allocation of documents to the various committees, had been examined during the first plenary meeting. Given that it would be time-consuming for the conference to reopen the matter in plenary, he called on any delegations having problems with the allocation of their documents to a given committee to raise the matter at the committee level, so that the solution found at that level could then be simply announced to the plenary to enable it to take note.
2	Reports by the Chairmen of Committees 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 
(Documents 143(Rev.1), 194)
2.1	The Chairman of Committee 2 reported that his committee had held its first meeting on 4 November to take note of its terms of reference and of the provisions of Article 31 of the Convention, and to set up a working group which had then met immediately to verify the credentials thus far received. The working group had accordingly examined 95 original credentials documents, of which 91 had been found to be in order, and had instructed the secretariat to contact the delegations concerned for clarification regarding the four remaining credentials documents, such clarification having subsequently been received in respect of two of them. Since that meeting, the committee had received 12 further credentials documents, which, together with those yet to be received before the time-limit set for the depositing of credentials, would be verified at the meeting to be held by the committee on 17 November. No transfers of powers or proxies had thus far been received. He invited any delegations that had not yet done so to deposit their credentials as soon as possible, but not later than 16 November at 1800 hours.
2.2	The oral report of the Chairman of Committee 2 was noted.
2.3	The Chairman of Committee 3 informed the plenary of the issues raised by administrations during the first meeting of the Budget Control Committee, held that same morning. The question of deadlines had been raised in relation to document production, given the additional costs incurred by the urgent translation of documents. He called on delegations to submit their documents in a timely manner in order to avoid such additional costs. The number of meeting participants was also a cost factor, making it desirable to avoid having to organize weekend meetings in the CICG. Drawing attention to Document 180, which set out the financial situation of the conference at 5 November 2015, he called on the Chairmen of Committees to ensure that all decisions liable to have financial implications were communicated as speedily as possible to Committee 3 so that the accounts of the conference could be properly kept.
2.4	The oral report of the Chairman of Committee 3 was noted.
2.5	The Chairman of Committee 4 gave a progress report on the work of his committee’s three working groups. Where Working Group 4A was concerned, the work under agenda item 1.17 had been completed and the results sent to the Editorial Committee, for subsequent submission to the present meeting of the plenary in Document 196. The work relating to agenda item 1.18 and global flight tracking was making headway and could be completed by the beginning of the following week. The examination of item 1.5 was at an early stage. Working Group 4B had completed its consideration of item 1.15, the results of which had been sent to the Editorial Committee for subsequent submission to the present meeting of the plenary in Document 187, and was now continuing its work on items 1.4 and 1.16. Finally, Working Group 4C was pursuing its work under items 1.1, 1.2 and 1.3 and issue 9.1.7 under agenda item 9.1.
2.6	The oral report of the Chairman of Committee 4 was noted.
2.7	The Chairman of Committee 5 reported that, during the two meetings it had held since the previous plenary meeting, his committee had adopted the working documents relating to agenda item 1.13 and to issues 9.1.1, 9.1.3 and 9.1.8 under agenda item 9.1, having sent them to the Editorial Committee for subsequent submission to the present plenary meeting (Documents 187 and 196). The committee had also adopted the modifications proposed under agenda item 5 with respect to Appendix 7 of the Radio Regulations, but was waiting until the modifications to the same appendix being examined under other agenda items had been adopted before presenting everything in a single document. It had examined a document from Working Group 5C on issue 9.1.5 under agenda item 9.1, but had referred it back to the working group for all comments to be taken into account. The working groups were continuing with their work on the other agenda items.
2.8	The oral report of the Chairman of Committee 5 was noted.
2.9	The Chairman of Committee 6 reported significant progress under agenda item 8, for which it would nevertheless be necessary to await the expiry of the two deadlines set for, respectively, the addition and deletion of country names in footnotes before all the proposals could be studied. The same applied for item 10, for which new proposals were still being received. A subgroup had been set up to study those relating to IMT above 6 GHz. Proposals for the deletion of three resolutions had already been sent to the Editorial Committee, for subsequent submission to the present plenary meeting in Document 196. The committee had completed its work on issue 9.1.6 under agenda item 9.1, and the deletion of the corresponding resolution had likewise been submitted to the plenary in the aforementioned document.
2.10	The oral report of the Chairman of Committee 6 was noted.
2.11	Introducing Document 143(Rev.1), the Chairman of Committee 5 said that the text had made only two small modifications to the initial document. The first was to add the phrase “in consultation with Committee 4” at the end of the third paragraph of Annex 1. Accordingly, the Chairmen of Committees 4, 5 and 6 had agreed to hold a joint meeting of Sub-Working Groups 4C1 and 5C4 at the start of the following week, to be cochaired by the two groups’ chairmen. The second was to add two rows at the end of the table in Annex 2, while nonetheless recognizing that the group responsible for those two items was Working Group 5A and not Working Group 5C.
2.12	The Chairman recalled that Document 143 had been approved at the previous plenary meeting and that the third plenary meeting was being asked merely to take note of the revised document.
2.13	It was so agreed.
2.14	Introducing Document 194, the Chairman of Committee 5 stressed that, with respect to issue 9.1.3 under agenda item 9.1, his committee had appreciated the efforts by RA15 in that regard and the approval of Resolution ITUR 69. Taking into account, first, the similarities between Resolution 11 (WRC12) and Resolution ITUR 69 and, second, that the objectives of Resolution 11 (WRC12) had been satisfactorily met by Resolution ITUR 69, Committee 5 had concluded that Resolution 11 (WRC12) should be suppressed and that no other changes to the Radio Regulations should be made with reference to issue 9.1.3. It was further proposed to instruct the Secretary-General to bring that information to the attention of the International Telecommunication Satellite Organization and the International Mobile Satellite Organization.
2.15	The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran said that the Radiocommunication Assembly, having followed through on a proposal by the United States, should be thanked for its assistance in furthering the work of the conference.
2.16	Turning to issue 9.1.8 on regulatory aspects for nano and picosatellites, the Chairman of Committee 5 said that, while expressing satisfaction that RA15 had approved Resolution ITUR 68, his committee noted that RA had not envisaged an examination of possible changes to regulatory procedures for coordination and notification of such satellites, although it had not ruled out such an examination. Committee 5 was of the view that such consideration could be undertaken under standing item 7 of the WRC agenda, and proposed the suppression of Resolution 757 (WRC12). No other changes to the Radio Regulations would be needed in regard to agenda item 9.1, issue 9.1.8.
2.17	The delegate of Israel observed that the adoption by RA15 of the resolution on nano and picosatellites had had its origins in the proposal to suppress Resolution 757 (WRC12), whereas Committee 6 was examining a document already submitted to RA which proposed a new resolution on the subject. That was not a unique case. He wished to know the plenary’s views on the fact that contributions considered by RA15 were currently the subject of proposed new resolutions arising from agenda items for the following WRC.
2.18	The delegate of South Africa pointed out that the resolution adopted by RA15 centred on the dissemination of knowledge concerning the applicable regulatory procedures for small satellites, including nano and picosatellites, which he was pleased to see. Nevertheless, as Committee 5 had noted in its report, that resolution did not deal with the possible simplification of the applicable regulatory procedures for coordination and notification of such satellites. While his delegation had no objection to those regulatory procedures being examined, it did want administrations to be able to submit contributions on the simplification of such procedures under an agenda item separate from item 7, in view of the large number of proposals submitted to the conference on that subject. 
2.19 	The delegate of Egypt, referring to the remark made by the Israeli delegation concerning the return of proposals already dealt with by RA-15 to Committee 6, explained that the adoption of Resolution ITU-R 68 by the RA was in no way incompatible with drafting a new resolution on the studies to be undertaken. The Conference could propose that the studies be carried out during the next study period and their results submitted to the next WRC.
2.20 	The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran said that participants should not prejudge the outcome of the work of Committee 6, and recommended that the Committee be left to deal with the issue.
2.21 	The delegate of South Africa emphasized that her delegation wished to develop simpler procedures for small satellites so as to avoid dependence on large and overly expensive companies and to encourage the launch of satellites for educational purposes. She proposed that those issues be examined under agenda item 10.
2.22 	The delegate of Egypt echoed the comments made by the two previous speakers.
2.23	The delegate of France saw no contradiction between the positions espoused by the delegates of the Islamic Republic of Iran and South Africa. While the report of Committee 5 mentioned the fact that regulatory procedures could be considered under agenda item 7 the South African delegation could, if it so desired, specify which issues were to be studied, possibly within a resolution. It was for Committee 6 to determine the scope of the studies.
2.24 	The Chairman of Committee 5 said that the report of his Committee was in no way incompatible with the work of Committee 6.
2.25 	Document 194 was approved.
3 	First series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B1) (Document 187)
3.1 	The Chairman of the Editorial Committee thanked those administrations that had assigned delegates to participate in the work of the Committee and outlined the procedure for submitting documents for first and second reading.
3.2 	The Chairman invited participants to consider Document 187.
Article 5 (MOD Table 410-460 MHz, MOD Table 410-460 MHz, MOD 5.268)
3.3 	Approved.
Article 5 (MOD 5.287)
3.4 	The delegate of Saudi Arabia observed that the expression "on-board communication stations" was not specific. 
3.5 	The Chairman of Committee 4 said that the terminology used in the English version of the document was correct. The delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran added that the terminology mirrored that used in item 1.15 on the Conference agenda. 
3.6 	The Chairman proposed that editorial and alignment issues in the various languages be referred directly to the Editorial Committee.
3.7 	It was so agreed.
3.8 	MOD 5.287 was approved.
Article 5 (MOD Table 460-890 MHz); SUP Resolution 358 (CMR-12);

3.9 	Approved.
3.10 	The first series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B1) (Document 187) was approved, on the understanding that the Editorial Committee would supervise the alignment of the Arabic version of MOD 5.287.
4 	First series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (B1) 
- second reading (Document 187)
4.1 	The first series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (B1) (Document 187) was approved on second reading, taking into account the alignment of the Arabic version of MOD 5.287 to be undertaken by the Editorial Committee.
5 	Second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B2) (Document 196)
5.1 	The Chairman invited participants to consider Document 196.
Article 5 (MOD Table 335.4-410 MHz, ADD 5.A911, MOD Table 2 700-4 800 MHz, ADD 5.A117, MOD 5.438, ADD 5.B117)
5.2 	Approved.
MOD Resolution 205 (Rev. WRC-12)
5.3 	The delegate of Uruguay said that he would submit his comments on the Spanish version of the text of the resolution to Committee 7 for alignment.
5.4 	The delegate of Saudi Arabia asked the Chairman of Committee 7 to ensure that, in the Arabic version of the text, the terms used for "unwanted emissions" in considering i) were the same as those used in point 2) of instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau. 
5.5 	Taking into account those remarks, MOD Resolution 205 (Rev. WRC-12) was approved.
ADD Resolution COM 4/1 (WRC-15) Use of Wireless Avionics Intra-Communications in the frequency band 4 200- 4 400 MHz
5.6 	The delegate of France, expressing the view that the wording of considering a) was unclear, suggested in the first instance that the term "systems" be added after "aircraft" in the English version of the text; the delegate of the Islamic Republic of Iran having observed that adding that term might introduce a concept distinct from that of “aircraft”, the delegate of France then proposed that considering a) be amended as follows: "that aircraft are designed to enhance their efficiency...”.
5.7 	Following suggestions made by the delegates of Ireland and Uganda to expand the text of considering a) further, the Chairman of Committee 4 expressed the view that the proposal from the delegate of France provided the necessary clarification. He was supported by the delegates of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the United States.
5.8 	With that amendment, ADD Resolution COM 4/1 was approved.
SUP Resolution 11 (WRC-12); SUP Resolution 423 (WRC-12); SUP Resolution 757 (WRC12); SUP Resolution 806 (WRC-07); SUP Resolution 807 (WRC-12); SUP Resolution 808 (WRC-12); SUP Resolution 957 (WRC-12)
5.9 	Approved.
5.10 	The second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee for first reading (B2) (Document 196), as amended, was approved. 
6 	Second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (B2) – second reading (Document 196)
6.1 	The second series of texts submitted by the Editorial Committee (B2) (Document 196), as amended on first reading, was approved on second reading.
6.2 	The delegate of the Republic of Korea said that he wanted to be able to consult the revised version of the documents approved on second reading, including all the amendments, even minor ones, made during the meeting.
6.3 	His comment was noted.


7 	Organization of work
7.1 	The Secretary of the Plenary reminded participants that, in accordance with decisions taken on the basis of the approach followed during WRC-12, the deadline for submission of additional proposals concerning the insertion of country names into existing footnotes to Article 5 would expire that day at 1800 hours.
The meeting rose at 1735 hours.
