Therefore, the Luxembourg administration kindly requests the Director of the BR to inform
the RRB of the extreme concern expressed by the Administration of Luxembourg, and of
their adamant request to postpone any discussions on this topic to the next RRB meeting, in
order to enable sufficient time for the Luxembourg administration to provide comments on
this specific submission.
