1.18	to consider studies relating to spectrum needs and potential new allocations to the mobile-satellite service for future development of narrowband mobile-satellite systems, in accordance with Resolution 248 (WRC19);
Background
This agenda item invited the ITU-R to consider studies relating to spectrum needs and potential new allocations to the mobile-satellite service (MSS) for the applications of low-data rate systems for the collection of data from, and management of, terrestrial devices in the MSS with the aim to consider possible new primary or secondary allocations, with the necessary technical limitations, taking into account the characteristics described in recognizing c) of Resolution 248 (WRC-19), to the MSS for non-GSO satellites, based on the findings of the sharing and compatibility studies, while ensuring the protection of existing primary services in these frequency bands and adjacent bands, while not imposing undue restrictions on their further development.
The technical and operational characteristics in accordance with Resolution 248 (WRC-19), as well as spectrum needs, and associated sharing and compatibility studies were not developed to ensure the protection of existing services (in-band and adjacent) with potential new allocations to the MSS in the frequency bands 1695-1710 MHz in Region 2, 2 010-2 025 MHz in Region 1, 3 300-3 315 MHz and 3 385-3 400 MHz in Region 2. 
For the frequency bands under study in Region 2, the band 1 675-1 710 MHz is allocated to the meteorological-satellite, meteorological aids, fixed and mobile, except aeronautical mobile, services on a primary basis; furthermore, the bands 3 300-3 315 MHz and the 3 385-3 400 MHz are allocated to the radiolocation service and some countries have different category of service through a footnote, and is currently under study for advanced wireless services for some countries[footnoteRef:1] in Region 2.
