7	to consider possible changes, in response to Resolution 86 (Rev. Marrakesh , 2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference, on advance publication, coordination, notification and recording procedures for frequency assignments pertaining to satellite networks, in accordance with Resolution 86 (Rev.WRC07), in order to facilitate the rational, efficient and economical use of radio frequencies and any associated orbits, including the geostationarysatellite orbit;
7(I) 	Topic I - Special agreements under RR Appendix 30B
Background
When an administration plans to convert an allotment to an assignment or when an administration, or an administration acting on behalf of a group of designated administrations, plans to introduce additional system or change the characteristics of assignments in the List that have been placed in service in RR Appendix 30B, it will send to the Radiocommunication Bureau all the necessary information specified in RR Appendix 4. The Bureau will then determine the administrations whose allotments in the Plan, or assignments in the List, or assignments pending are considered affected by this assignment under § 6.5 of RR Appendix 30B.
Affected administrations have four months after the publication of the Special Section of this assignment to comment on it (§ 6.10) plus an additional period of one month subject to the application of § 6.13. If, after this period, despite several reminders sent by the Bureau (i.e. § 6.9, § 6.11, § 6.14, § 6.14bis), the affected administration has not issued a decision, this administration is considered to have given an implied agreement to this assignment under § 6.15.
At the time of Part B submission of this assignment under § 6.17 or § 6.25, as appropriate, the final characteristics of this assignment could have an impact on the overall combined carrier-to-interference levels of the allotment of the administration that did not issue its decision in due time. These aggregate carrier-to-interference ratio levels are used to determine the protection of this allotment or assignment for future submissions under § 6.1 and whether an allotment can continue to operate with acceptable services. Implicit agreements could lead to a situation where acceptable services cannot be provided due to very low overall combined carrier-to-interference levels.
Technical and regulatory solutions to restore adequate overall aggregate carrier-to-interference levels of national allotments subject to agreements under § 6.15 of RR Appendix 30B without changing the orbital position of the national allotment is considered under this Topic I.
To address the concerns expressed, it is proposed to adopt regulatory amendments introducing a new type of agreement between a notifying administration of a national allotment and of an assignment, respectively. Pursuant to that agreement, the national allotment administration allows the assignment to function until the commissioning of its national allotment. At that time, the administration of the assignment undertakes to respect the pfd levels of section 2.2 of Annex 4 of RR Appendix 30B in the territory of the national assignment. Since the national allotment and the assignment will not operate simultaneously on the same frequency in the same area, mutual interference is not considered.
It is also proposed, a draft new Resolution [7(I)SPECIAL-AGREEMENT] (WRC23) allowing the notifying administration of a national allotment, subject to agreements under § 6.15 of RR Appendix 30B:
–	to sign this new type of agreement with the notifying administration of the assignments in question. This special agreement would allow an additional system that would otherwise affect RR Appendix 30B Plan allotments to operate with the understanding that at the time those otherwise affected allotments are brought into use, the notifying administration of the additional system would take the necessary steps to protect those allotments;
–	request the Bureau to update the baseline situation without reviewing previous reviews, and
–	request the notifying administrations of assignments for which the procedures of Article 6 of RR Appendix 30B have not yet been completed and which have already been examined by the Bureau prior to the signing of said agreement, to make their best efforts to take into account the new reference situation of this national allotment.
This IAP is consistent with Method I2 in the CPM Report.

This telefax shall inform these administrations of the reception of this notice under § 6.1.     (WRC23)

Temporary regulatory measures in Appendix 30B to improve the reference 
situation of severely impacted national allotments
The World Radiocommunication Conference (Dubai, 2023),
considering
a)	that some national allotments, especially those of developing countries, have a low overall aggregate carrier-to-interference values in Appendix 30B;
b)	that implementation of a national allotment with a low overall aggregate carrier-to-interference value could be difficult,
recognizing
a)	that the special procedure outlined in this Resolution may be difficult to implement when the territory of the administration responsible for affected national allotment, deemed to have implicitly agreed to the assignment in the List, is neighbouring the territories included in the service area of this assignment (see § 6.15 of Appendix 30B of the 2020 version of the Radio Regulations);
b)	that Article 44 of the ITU Constitution stipulates that: “In using frequency bands for radio services, Member States shall bear in mind that radio frequencies and any associated orbits, including the geostationary-satellite orbit, are limited natural resources and that they must be used rationally, efficiently and economically, in conformity with the provisions of the Radio Regulations, so that countries or groups of countries may have equitable access to those orbits and frequencies, taking into account the special needs of the developing countries and the geographical situation of particular countries”;
c)	that this Conference eliminates the concept of implicit agreement as referred to in recognizing a),
resolves
1	that the special procedure outlined in this Resolution shall only be applied by administrations of assignments in the List and administrations of national allotments for which § 6.15 of Appendix 30B as per the 2020 version of the Radio Regulations was respectively applied;
2	that, when agreements under § 6.15quat of Appendix 30B are received by the Radiocommunication Bureau (BR) in accordance with recognizing c), BR shall immediately apply § 6.15quin, § 6.27bis of Appendix 30B and update the reference situation without reviewing the previous examinations;
3	to request the notifying administrations of assignments for which procedures of Article 6 of Appendix 30B have not yet been completed and which have been examined by the Bureau before its application of resolves 2 to make their utmost efforts to take into account the new reference situations of national allotments, which applied the special procedure of this Resolution, when submitting their notice under § 6.17 or § 6.25 of Appendix 30B,
instructs the Radiocommunication Bureau
1	to take the necessary actions to implement this Resolution, including drawing the attention of the notifying administrations to resolves 3 and providing necessary assistance to the notifying administrations for the implementation this resolves;
2	to report to the relevant meetings of the Radio Regulations Board the efforts undertaken by the notifying administrations in implementing resolves 3 for further consideration;
3	to report any difficulties it encounters in the implementation of this Resolution to future world radiocommunication conferences,
instructs the Radio Regulations Board
to provide a report to each future world radiocommunication conference on the actions taken by the notifying administrations in implementing resolves 3.
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
