Introduction
The Administration of Cuba has studied the situation in Region 2 for the use of high-altitude platform stations as IMT base stations (HIBS) in the frequency bands identified under this agenda item in accordance with Resolution 247 (WRC-19).
[bookmark: _Hlk144476013][bookmark: _Hlk144476334]The analysis showed that this is a very complex issue taking into consideration the diversity of the services and systems operated in the above-mentioned frequency bands, their already extensive development and the need to ensure their adequate protection without imposing limitations on their future development, and also taking into account the use at the national level of non-harmonized frequency plans that can be made compatible for the deployment of terrestrial stations among neighbouring countries, but may require large geographical separations when it comes to sharing with HIBS.

Based on the considerations reflected in the introduction, the Administration of Cuba proposes not to make any modifications to the Radio Regulations for Region 2 under this agenda item.
Notwithstanding the above, the Administration of Cuba recognizes the possibility that there may be specific cases of countries in particular situations where the use of IMT base stations on high-altitude platforms (HIBS) may help to reduce the digital divide in areas that do not have adequate services, and it is willing to work together with those countries to seek an agreed solution based on ensuring the protection of their services and systems operated in the frequency bands under consideration.
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
