1.10	to conduct studies on spectrum needs, coexistence with radiocommunication services and regulatory measures for possible new allocations for the aeronautical mobile service for the use of non-safety aeronautical mobile applications, in accordance with Resolution 430 (WRC19);
Introduction
This agenda item considers possible new allocations to the aeronautical mobile service in the frequency bands 15.4-15.7 GHz and 22-22.21 GHz for non-safety applications such as: observation missions, search and rescue, earth science and land management
Proposal
In the light of analysis of results of studies, and taking into account, regarding the proposed frequency band 22-22.21 GHz, the sharing difficulties between the proposed aeronautical mobile (off-route) service (AM(OR)S) and the fixed service which is been used intensively, as well as the compatibility difficulties between the proposed AM(OR)S and the Earth exploration-satellite service (EESS) allocated in the adjacent band, the above administrations propose Method B of the CPM Report, with some editorials, to satisfy this agenda item.
