1.13	to consider a possible upgrade of the allocation of the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz to the space research service, in accordance with Resolution 661 (WRC19);
Introduction
Resolution 661 (WRC19) invites ITUR to investigate and identify all relevant scenarios that need to be considered in assessment of a possible upgrade to the allocation to the space research service to primary status in the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz, and to conduct and complete such studies in time for WRC23 so as to determine any associated technical and regulatory conditions to ensure protection of the current use and future development of the existing primary services. WRC23 agenda item 1.13 calls for examination, on the basis of the results of studies by the ITU Radiocommunication Sector, of the possibility of upgrading the secondary status of the allocation to the space research service (SRS) to primary status.
Proposals
In the light of the results of studies on this agenda item and analysis which conclude that the sharing between SRS and the incumbent services in the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz as well as the adjacent frequency bands is not feasible, thereof, the ASMG administrations support a new Method with the following modification:
–	Space research service in the frequency band 14.8-15.35 should be upgraded only (space-to-space) on a primary basis, while retain the secondary allocation to SRS (space-to-Earth) and (Earth-to-space).
–	Adding a footnote similar to RR No. 5.J113 which indicate that the space research service shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, existing and future stations of the fixed and mobile services

However, the space research service in the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz shall not cause harmful interference to, nor claim protection from, the fixed and mobile services and shall not cause any constrains on the future development of these services . In the frequency band 14.8-15.35 GHz the space research service shall not cause harmful interference to the radio astronomy service in the adjacent frequency band 15.35-15.4 GHz, and No. 5.43 does not apply.     (WRC23)
