1.3	to consider primary allocation of the frequency band 3 6003 800 MHz to the mobile service in Region 1 and take appropriate regulatory actions, in accordance with Resolution 246 (WRC19);

Introduction
The Administration of Uzbekistan considers that, for the upgrading of the allocation of the frequency band 3 600-3 800 MHz to the mobile, except aeronautical mobile, service to primary in Region 1, conditions for sharing with other services to which the band has been allocated shall be agreed with administrations concerned through agreements concluded in accordance with coordination requirements provided for under the Radio Regulations (RR). If conditions are necessary, they shall be stricter than those that currently apply to the frequency band 3 400-3 600 MHz (RR No. 5.430A)

Reasons:	The upgrading of the allocation of the frequency band 3 600-3 800 MHz to the mobile, except aeronautical mobile, service to primary in Region 1 shall ensure protection of those services to which the frequency band is allocated on a primary basis, and not impose undue constraints on the existing services and their future development under the conditions specified in RR No. 5.XXX.

5.XXX	The allocation of the frequency band 3 600-3 800 MHz to the mobile, except aeronautical mobile, service is subject to agreement obtained under No. 9.21. The provisions of Nos. 9.17 and 9.18 shall also apply in the coordination phase. Specific conditions of coordination shall be determined on the basis of agreement reached with the administrations concerned in the form of concluded agreements. Stations of the mobile service in the frequency band 3 600-3 800 MHz shall not claim more protection from space stations than that provided in Table 214 of the Radio Regulations.     (WRC23)
