5.A12-1D	Additional allocation:  in [Mongolia] the frequency band 3 300-3 400 MHz is allocated to the mobile, except aeronautical mobile, service on a primary basis, and is identified for International Mobile Telecommunications (IMT). This identification does not preclude the use of this frequency band by any application of the services to which it is allocated and does not establish priority in the Radio Regulations. The use of this frequency band shall be in accordance with Resolution 223 (Rev.WRC19).     (WRC23)
Reasons:	The identification of mid-band frequency band for IMT is essential to be able to address digitalization (e.g., sustainable smart cities, industries) and reduce the digital divide in Mongolia.
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
