1	Oral reports by the committee chairs 
1.1	The Chair of Committee 2 reported that her committee had received 22 new credentials instruments since its first meeting and was awaiting more. Member States that had not yet deposited their credentials were urged to do so no later than 4 December 2023, which was the day before the committee’s final meeting. Drawing attention to Document 204(Rev.3) on loss of the right to vote, she noted that, as at 27 November 2023, 13 Member States were not entitled to vote.  
1.2	The oral report by the Chair of Committee 2 was noted.
1.3	The Chair of Committee 3 reported that her committee had not met since the previous plenary meeting. At its next meeting, on 30 November, the committee would review the financial statement of the conference as at 27 November 2023 and the report of its first meeting.
1.4	The oral report by the Chair of Committee 3 was noted.
1.5	The Chair of Committee 4 reported that his committee had held one meeting since the previous plenary meeting. The work on agenda item 1.9 had been completed and the relevant texts were submitted for consideration by the present plenary meeting (Document 280). With respect to agenda item 1.2, he was leading the discussions in Committee 4 to address the issues identified, and hoped that a solution could be found. 
1.6	The oral report by the Chair of Committee 4 was noted.
1.7	The Chair of Committee 5 reported that her committee had held one meeting since the previous plenary meeting and work was progressing in the three working groups. Although the input contributions had not yet all been introduced, in particular in Sub-Working Group 5C2 on the extensive agenda items 9.2 and 9.3, she was pleased to report that the committee had completed its work on agenda items 1.18 and 7 Topic D2. It had also updated Appendices 30 and 30A in respect of Bulgaria’s national assignments and Appendix 30B in respect of Montenegro’s national allotment. The relevant texts would be considered by the present plenary meeting (Documents 281 and 271). 
1.8	The oral report by the Chairman of Committee 5 was noted.
1.9	The Chair of Committee 6 reported that his committee had made some progress on agenda items 2 and 4, the results of which were submitted for consideration by the present plenary meeting (Documents 272 and 273). Work was continuing on agenda item 8, and he reminded participants that the deadline for the deletion of country names from footnotes was Friday, 1 December, at 1800 hours (Dubai time). Discussion was also ongoing on agenda items 9.1 and 9.2 and on the revision of Resolutions 26 (Rev. WRC-19), 85 (WRC-03) and 655 (WRC-15). On agenda item 10, the committee had completed its revision of Resolution 804 (Rev. WRC-19) and the discussion of items for the preliminary agenda of future conferences was continuing in parallel with consultations with regional groups. He thanked participants for their spirit of collaboration and cooperation. 
1.10	The oral report by the Chairman of Committee 6 was noted.
1.11	The Chairman of Committee 7 reported that his committee had held three meetings and that further meetings were scheduled for the coming days. He urged Committees 4, 5 and 6 to provide texts as soon as possible so that his committee could accelerate its work. 
1.12	The Chair echoed that appeal.
1.13	The oral report by the Chairman of Committee 7 was noted.
