Notes of Seventh Meeting, Thursday 6 September 2007
1.
As decided at the sixth meeting held on 3 September 2007, the business of the seventh meeting was limited to completing proposals for candidates for the Committees and Working Groups. The results of the discussions are reflected in Annex 1.

Furthermore, following the meeting, the Chairman held consultations with the African region regarding a candidate for the chairman of WG 5C and the name of M. Jean-Jacques Massima (Gabon) was proposed. This has subsequently been acknowledged by the representatives from the other regional groups and is therefore included in Annex 1.
The Informal Group requested that when selecting chairmen of sub-groups dealing with specific agenda items, all prospective Chairmen of Committees and Working Groups should, if possible, seek candidates having experience in past Conferences with solving controversial issues.

ANNEX 2

Information on WRC-07 preparations within BR

1)  CD-ROM dispatch

The first CD-ROM including the preparatory documents which were available at the time of dispatch was sent on 24 August.  It contained 64 individual documents in six languages and INFO/2 in English only. The second dispatch is foreseen for the second half of September.
2)  Logistics for the conference

All arrangements are underway.  Extensive preparation has been made for the technology facilities for delegates.  Specific and detailed information is given in INFO/2 – posted on the Web.  As the conference centre was available during the month of August, the wireless LAN installations were completed.  Testing has begun and the first results of the tests are very positive.

3)  Delegate registration
The new EDRS program was launched in July and registration for the conference is currently ongoing without any major problem or difficulty.  The visa procedures have been simplified and there has been a positive feedback from Member States. There are currently more than 1,200 delegates registered – representing 84 Member States and 42 Observer entities.

Document 37, currently available in English on the WRC website, details the change of rights of Observers according to Resolution 145 adopted at the 2006 Plenipotentiary Conference.

One paper copy of all documents produced, before the opening of the Conference, will be available upon request to the Head of delegation for each administration as well as one copy per observer organization (including Sector Members).

One CD‑ROM containing all available Conference documents will be provided to each participant on the opening day of the Conference.

On the opening day of the Conference, a document will be issued whereby Heads of delegations will be requested to indicate the number of paper copies of documents required and to nominate the members of their delegation who are to receive these documents. Ideally, this should be no more than five copies per delegation. Observer organizations will be limited to one paper copy per entity.
