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Dear Sir,

With reference to Circular-letter No. DM-1281 of 4 November 2002 inviting your Government to send a delegation to the World Radiocommunication Conference (Geneva, 9 June – 4 July 2003), I should like to remind you of the provisions of Article 31 of the ITU Convention concerning the credentials for delegations. 

In accordance with the provisions of Nos. 324 and 326 of the Convention, delegations to the World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-03) must be formally accredited by the Head of State, Head of Government, Minister for Foreign Affairs or Minister responsible for questions of radiocommunication, in order to confer full powers on the delegation, authorize it to represent its government without restrictions, and give the delegation, or certain members thereof, the right to sign the Final Acts.

I would also draw your attention to the provisions of No. 338 of the above‑mentioned article of the Convention, which stipulates that credentials and transfers of powers sent by telegram shall not be accepted.

To enable your country to exercise its sovereign rights in full from the beginning of the Conference, I invite you to ensure that the competent authorities of your country send to the Secretary‑General the original - accompanied, as necessary, by a certified translation in one of the official languages of the Union - of the instruments required for accreditation as soon as possible, and preferably before 6 June 2003. The Secretary-General will forward these documents to the secretariat of the WRC-02 Credentials Committee when established.  To this end, and in order to facilitate the examination by the Credentials Committee, you will find attached hereto a model of credentials covering all the criteria set out in the relevant provisions of the ITU Convention.
