Dear Sir/Madam,

The World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC-07) is to be convened on 
22 October 2007 in the International Conference Centre of Geneva (CICG).

In order to organize the initial work of the Conference and to allow related activities to commence as quickly as possible on Monday morning, arrangements, as outlined in the Annex hereto, have been made.

I should like to draw your attention to the Informal Meeting of Heads of Delegations scheduled on Sunday, 21 October 2007 at 1600 hours (local time) in Room II of the CICG. The purpose of this meeting is to exchange views, thus enabling the Secretary-General to formulate recommendations to the official meeting of Heads of Delegations and, in particular, to give advance consideration to the proposed structure of the Conference, as well as to proposals concerning the officers of the Conference.
