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INSTRUCTIONS FOR A CNG1 PLANNING EXERCISE
Introduction
At present administrations are requested to submit their input requirements by 18:00 on Thursdays and their corresponding administrative declarations by 18:00 on Fridays. The input data are processed over the weekend and on Mondays the results are published. However, experience showed that during the week the schedule is very dense and administration are forced to prepare their inputs in a rush to meet the deadlines while over the weekend there is no possibility to further elaborate on the input data. 

Proposal

CNG1 is proposing to use the time over next weekend for so-called “sandbox” planning exercise. This run will be carried out for the entire area of CNG1 under the constraint that any requirements outside CNG1 are to be fixed to the frequencies assigned to them during the previous, i.e. second iteration. 

This would allow administrations to submit updated input data with respect to the Thursday/Friday submission and hence would enhance the convergence of input data towards the final inputs. 

Submission of changed requirements
It is proposed that administrations submit their incremental input data, i.e. modified digital requirements on Monday from 1600 to 1800 to the secretary of CNG1, Mr. Zoric, in room “B”.
The submission of data must be done by delivering changed (modified) requirements in “xml” format on any physical media (usb stick, CD-ROM, flash drive etc) to secretary of CNG1. The changes should be done based on master file used for second iteration, which can be downloaded from Internet page of Data Processing Team: http://www.itu.int/ITU-R/terrestrial/pub-reg/rrc06/dr/dr3/index.html. Administrations are requested to validate their requirements before actual delivery to CNG1 secretary.
Administrations are invited not to change too much of their requirements on the border areas with other CNGs, as there will be no possibility to make symmetrical administrative declarations for changed requirements.

In case that the administration does not submit any modifications by 1800, for the purpose of planning exercise, requirements used for second iteration will be used. However it is advisable that administrations inform the secretary of CNG1 if they intend to use old data.
For those administrations which will submit changed data, it is proposed that they indicate those neighbouring administrations which should submit administrative declarations in order to achieve symmetrical declarations.

Review of submitted requirements

During Monday 29th May, following administrations have submitted some changes in their requirements: ALB, BUL, D, F, FIN, G, GRC, I, LTU, LUX, MKD, SMR and TUR.
Submission of administrative declarations
As soon as Data Processing Team finished with validation of modified requirements and makes the master file for whole CNG, it is proposed to publish this file both on CEPT Web pages and CNG1 ITU Web pages. This file will be published at latest on Tuesday 30.05.2006 at 1000.
Based on this file and files exchanged between administrations during coordination procedures, all administrations should make new and complete file with administrative declarations and submit them on Tuesday from 1030 to 1300 to the secretary of CNG1, Mr. Zoric, in room 231 (second floor CICG).

The submission of data must be done by delivering administrative declarations in “csv” format on any physical media (usb stick, CD-ROM, flash drive etc).
Administrations are reminded that all global administrative declarations (one-to-all or all-to-all) for digital requirements have to be resubmitted. 
The above procedure actually means that all administrations which are affected by administrations which have changed requirements should also submit new files for administrative declarations if they have reached the agreement on the changes. 
For those administrations which do not submit any modifications by Tuesday at 1300, for the purpose of planning exercise, administrative declarations used for second iteration will be used, if possible. 
Administrations which have actually submitted changes in their digital requirements have to take care that all of their neighbours or countries which could be affected by those changes should also submit new file with administrative declarations. This could include also administrations which are members of bordering CNG’s.  
Validation of administrative declarations
Administrations are requested to validate their administrative declarations immediately after actual delivery to CNG1 secretary. For this purpose only PC’s close to Data Processing Team (2nd floor CICG, in front of Room 14) shall be used. The actual process will be explained to the representatives of administrations immediately after delivery of files to the CNG1 secretary.
For administrations which have a large number of administrative declarations (more than 200.000) it is requested that they should divide theirs AD’s into several separate “csv” files. Suggested principle for this division could be: one file for self declarations and separate files for each of the neighbouring administrations. Each of this files should be validated by the tool installed on above mentioned PC’s and the resulting “mdb” container should be compressed and again submitted to CNG1 secretary in room 231, second floor of CICG.

Output results 

Currently it is expected that results of this planning exercise will be delivered on basis of 2 CDROM per administration by Wednesday 1400.
