Minutes of the first meeting of Sub CNG1-1

19 May 2006, Room K
1. Chairman welcomed the participants and mentioned some organisation arrangements for the meeting including the availability of the documents on the ITU server, information about a meeting room.

2. Agenda has been approved.
3. By opening remarks the chairman explained the reasons why the meeting has been scheduled only on Friday, e.g. to give time to administrations to progress with their bi- and multilateral discussions. Short introductions to the chair and vice-chair has been made.

4. Chairman has presented the Document CNG 1-1 002 dealing with working arrangements of the Sub-CNG 1-1. It was mentioned that software to assess the results of planning iterations has been developed and is available to administrations for own use. Working arrangements have been accepted with no comments.
5. A PowerPoint presentation has been prepared giving an overview of the Draft Plan results. A short introduction to the presentation has been given and it will be placed on the ITU served. 

6. Administrations reported about their situations:

BEL: Some bi-laterals have been carried out to prepare ADs to be submitted today. Priority has been given to those problems that could be solved quickly so that the results for the Iteration run 1 look as good as possible. It is expected that the results in UHF band will be ok, whereas main difficulties in VHF will have to be solved in the future.

DNK: ADs are ready for submission. 
F: Discussions are on-going with G, LUX, BEL. Less problems are seen in UHF, but more are expected in VHF.

D: On a very good way, in particularly, where with some of their neighbours global declarations have been prepared in order to ease the iteration runs. It was advised to use this approach, if possible.
IRL: As the only one neighbour is mainly concerned, the affairs are more or less settled. With other countries global ADs will be submitted. IRL supports the initiative of D to submit global ADs even with closed neighbours to make the planning process easier.
LUX: ADs are ready for tonight. Some negations with BEL and F have been conduced. Coordination in UHF is nearly finished, though VHF is still an open question.
HOL: After bi-laterals with G, BEL and F very good progress in UHF, focusing on first six layers, which are fixed. Concerning VHF two bi-laterals (with G and BEL) have taken place that made a basis for the tonight’s ADs.

NOR: There is a need for few negations to complete the work.

SUI: Coordination of requirements in UHF and VHF is almost settled with D. With F some further work on assignments is to be made in UHF, and even more negotiations in VHF will be carried out. 

G: Met all the closed neighbours showing that in VHF a lot of work is to be done, whereas UHF seems to be in order. It is assumed that the way what to do could be established after the results for the 1st iteration are available. 

7. Chairman indicated that three meetings per week are provisionally foreseen. However, the participants will be informed about whether the meeting takes place one day before the meeting. If there is a need (e.g. under request of one or some administrations) it will be always possible to call for an additional meeting. 
8. The next meeting is scheduled on Wednesday 25 May 2006 (afternoon).

9. For the time being the members foresee no actions to be taken.

10. Any other business

· The problem to log in to put ADs has been noticed (IRL, F). It is stated that one should be careful when typing the password (Caps Lock, Language)

· There is no need to have hard copies during the meetings.

· Participants are requested to use CEPT messaging facilities.
