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1. Preparation of input data by Administrations


All Administrations in CNG4 are requested to submit to DPT only changes in their requirements as compared to the data that was used for the second iteration. The submission must be done through the Web submission system before Thursday, June 1st 2006 18:00.


Before actual submission, administration should run the “validation and merge” facility of the BR’s “RRC06 Requirements Software” (latest version is 2.07) in order to correct and modify the data if necessary before submitting it to DPT.

2. Preparation of control documents


Administrations, which intend to modify their requirements, are requested to perform the following steps:

a. Prepare the list of the changes they intend to submit to DPT for the 3rd iteration.

b. Obtain signatures from affected Administrations within CNG4, indicating that the list of changes is accepted.

c. Obtain signatures from affected Administrations outside CNG4, indicating that the list of changes is accepted. In this case, the signature of the neighbouring concerned CNGs is also to be obtained.

d. Submit the signed paper to Chairman of CNG4, not later than 15:30 on Thursday, June 1st 2006.
3. Proposed procedure


It is proposed that CNG4 will have a meeting at 15:40 on Thursday June 1st 2006, with the following procedure.


During the meeting Chairman of CNG4 will, based on the documents submitted to him by Administrations, which intend to change their requirements, ask the meeting if there are objections to the proposed changes.


If there are no objections, the name of the requesting Administration will be put on the list “AGREED in CNG4” which will be submitted to DPT with signature of Chairman and Vice Chairmen of CNG4.


If there are objections from any Administration, the request of the particular Administration will go to the “PENDING” list.


After going through all documents delivered to the Chairman, the meeting will break for 20 minutes (approximately), during which the disagreements may be reviews by the concerned Administrations in order to achieve a positive result.


The meeting will then resume and the two above-mentioned lists will be updated accordingly.


At the end of the meeting, the Chairman and Vice-Chairmen will be able to sign and submit to DPT two lists:


List 1: AGREED in CNG4, where Administrations with all agreements are able to submit their modifications will appear.


List 2: RE

USE 2nd Iteration Data list, where Administrations still having objections will appear, and for which DPT is instructed to use the data from the second iteration.


The meeting should end at most around 17:00 in order to leave time to the Administrations to proceed with the submission of data.
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
