Complementary views on the Secretary-General’s Report
The Iraqi administration progress thanks and appreciation to the ITU Membership and the General Secretariat for their efforts in preparing the Secretary-General's Report.

The following are the most important Complementary views of the Iraqi administration on the Secretary-General’s Report.
· Add this paragraph to the INTRODUCTION “The Convergence is made possible by several factors such as the move from analogue to digital, increased speeds in bandwidth, cost of fiber has decreased, availability increased, advances in video compression technology, advances in networking process & storage technologies and a growing range of wireless applications, 3G/4G mobile networks, wireless LANs and digital televisions are the new platforms which are expected to play a key role in convergence”.
· Add these paragraphs to the NEXT-GENERATION NETWORKS (NGNs) chapter :
· “Transition to IP-based networks will lead to changes in interconnection regimes. In the PSTN environment international interconnection agreements are currently based on distance and time-based charges, and carriers share the revenues for completing a call. Conversely, the Internet Services Provider use either (Bill and Keep arrangement) by which two ISPs agree to exchange traffic at no charge or use  (Transit arrangement) in which larger ISPs sell access to their networks and other ISP networks with which they had negotiated access agreements. The Internet interconnection arrangements are much simpler but unfair to developing countries, therefore justice interconnection regimes must be developed to fit with IP-based networks”.
· “The transition from PSTN to NGN is itself raising concerns. This is because the shift to NGN is likely to take place unevenly across customer groups or geography since it will probably occur last in less commercially attractive locations such as rural and remote areas”. 
· “The growth IP-based networks need crucial resources for communication (IP addresses, telephone numbers, and other addresses). Therefore governments should encourage the adoption of the new version of the Internet protocol (IPv6), Review numbering plans to increase flexibility, facilitate new converged services and monitor the use of ENUM as a routing and interconnection mechanism between networks”.
