Proposal document of TCI on Secretary – General’s Report
To achieve the WTPF goals, TCI as a sector member offer its views as following:

1- The security of Mobile Network

Dissemination of worm, virus, bot.etc by SMS and multimedia massages, in addition to handset functions, disrupts the network and its operation. 

Therefore, it seems that in combating (SMSPAM) and (MMSPAM) serious actions should be taken.
2- Developing rural telecommunication and public access to telecommunication potentiality.

The main purpose of it, is expanding the accessibility of public to the basic services of telecommunication and other services i.e. voice, video and value added services such as Internet.
3- Distribution of servers and ownership
Considering decentralizing and distributing as the factors of reliability, consistency and opposed to monopoly in network, so that the regional distribution of the Internet ownership help the fulfillment of above mentioned factors. 

4- Pollution diminisher factors in standards   
Since the world is facing with the crisis of climate change, so it seems that
considering the reducer agents of greenhouse gases, in defined standards in international forums , will  be a significant help  to the actions made in combating  the climate changes. 
5- RF facilities safety
In addition to the Safety of RF facilities, DATA Security should also be considered in Radio communication matters. 
6- Air pollution through RF facilities

Through Secretary – General’s Report it has been mentioned that RF facilities would be used for decreasing greenhouse gases. It needs to say that utilizing these facilities has an important role in producing greenhouse gases which should be considered.
7- Radio-frequencies effects on human
According to WTSA-08 Resolution EMF and concerns about the effects of Radio-frequencies on human, particularly in developing countries, big efforts are offered.

8- Encouraging states in creating CERT centers

Considering the increasing dependence of ICT to the computers and enhancing the destructive attacks on telecommunication networks by computers, establishing the CERT centers should be taken into consideration.

9- Network Externalities 
Allocating some of the international telecommunication outcomes for developing telecommunication networks in developed and developing countries, defining calculation methods of externalities costs in relation to traffic levels, trade condition between operators and rates of traffic migration between countries and assigning the traffic control, should be considered.
